In his welcoming remarks, the Rector of UiTM Sarawak, Professor Dato Dr. 
Jamil Hamali said that it is timely for UiTM to proactively collaborate with new 
partners such as Satoyama Farm as well as GA Consortium in line with initiatives 
spearheaded by the Ministry of Higher Education Malaysia to strengthen 
Malaysian economic development through innovation and commercialisation 
programmes. Each side will pursue many significant activities such as sharing 
of expertise, usage of research facilities and attachment involving students’ 

► internship programmes. Both parties will also be looking into the possibility of 
joint technology development, joint technical services for industries as well as 
pursuing and executing projects together as a team.

Satoyama Farm Sdn. Bhd. is a company that uses biotechnology and 
molecular technology to enrich the soil for the growth of healthy plants and 
herbs which are subsequently used to produce animal feed for poultry. Signing 
on behalf of Satoyama Farm Sdn. Bhd., Mr. Peter Yap, the Chief Executive 
Officer said “We are delighted to sign this memorandum which will enable 
Satoyama Farm Sdn. Bhd. and UiTM Sarawak to strengthen their cooperation 
in research and development, improve opportunities for students in industrial 
training and set up an association to link the academia, government and 
private sectors which are doing research.”

and GA Consortium Sdn. Bhd. represented by Mr. Stanley Ajang, the Chief 
Executive Officer. GA Consortium Sdn. Bhd. is an environmental company 
with experiences as a solution provider to meet environmental needs.

nitiated in 2009, Sago Fiber Clay - A New Media for Ceramic Artwork subsequently won a Silver Medal in IID2010/January 
2010, UiTM Series in Shah Alam. The product was then qualified to enter the final round in the Pertandingan Inovasi Zon 
Sarawak, Kategori Wanita, MOSTI from 23 to 24 October 2010. The team consisting of Dr. Wan Samiati Andriana Wan Mohamad 
Daud, Associate Professor Dr. Margaret Chan Kit Yok, Norazlin Abdullah, Susana William and Safrina Azmi received RM40.000 from 

the Ministry of Higher Education under the Fundamental Research Grant Scheme for the project entitled Sago Fiber Clay Plasticity 
Behaviour in Ceramic Artwork (2012 to 2014). Three publications were produced.

In 2017, the team, which expanded with the inclusion of Halina Amin and Sitti Junaina Musa, revived the project of producing 
Sago Ecobeads. The beads are marketed under the brand name, GENSERAI BUNGAI which is derived from the Iban language. 
Genserai means varieties and Bungai means patterns and design. The varieties of beads are designed with a fusion of traditional 
and modern patterns, either with crafted or engraved floral designs, small painted flowers glazed or in raku style. Subsequently, 
the Sago Ecobeads, which were exhibited in several events, were introduced to the public.

Sarawak Handicraft Competition 2017
At the Sarawak Handicraft Competition 2017, Sago Ecobead 
necklaces were entered in the ceramic section under the veteran
and youth categories in September 2017. Subsequently, the
product obtained the second place under the youth category
and won RM1000 in April 2018.
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The Borneo International Beads Conference 2017
The Sago Ecobeads attracted both local and international 
bead lovers because of their uniqueness. Different remarks 
and opinions were expressed which were very useful for 
improvement. A good sale of designed necklaces and loose 
Ecobeads were sold during the four-day event.

Since the launch of the project in June 2016, 20 online 
modules have been prepared for Educators’ Professional 
Development (EPD) and a transnational collaborative 
community of reflection on teachers’ practices.

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This four-day training course was hosted by the BLTeae 
partners from the University of Dhaka and the Bangladesh 
Open University led by Professor Dr Khondoker Mokaddem 
Hossain, the Pro Vice Chancellor, Bangladesh Open 
University. The aim of this face-to-face training course was 
to support and consolidate the online training provided for 
the learning environments, blended learning pedagogies 
and innovative didactical models or practices.

This chain 
shop sells various items ranging from clothing items, shoes 
and sandals, traditional crafts, bedding items, fabrics to 
souvenirs presenting the core national culture and heritage of 
Bangladesh. Another place visited was Jamuna Future Park, 
Bangladesh’s largest shopping and entertainment centre.

The most memorable event for the stay in Dhaka was 
the visit to the National Martyrs’ Memorial, the national 
monument of Bangladesh, set up in memory of those who 
died in the Bangladesh Liberation War of 1971, which 
brought independence and separated Bangladesh from 
Pakistan. The monument is in Savar, about 35 km north-west 
of the capital, Dhaka. According to the brochure description, 
the architecture is composed of seven pairs of triangular­
shaped walls or prisms with each representing a significant 
chapter in the history of Bangladesh, namely the Language 
Movement in 1952, the Election of the United Front in 
1954, the Constitution Movement in 1956, the Education 
Movement in 1962, 6-point Movement in 1966, the Mass 
Uprising in 1969 and finally the climatic event of Liberation 
War in 1971, through which Bangladesh was liberated. 
Unfortunately, the visit was on the eve of the visit of the 
Indonesian President so sadly, we could only look at the 
monument from a distance.

ifty-eight Part 5 students from the Faculty of Plantation and Agrotechnology taking the FPA630 Current Issues in Plantation 
course under the supervision of Associate Professor Dr. Margaret Chan Kit Yok took part in the “Week Without Walls” learning 
process instead of attending the normal class. To achieve the course outcome of developing working knowledge on current 
issues that play a pivotal role in plantations through discussing and suggesting approaches for problem resolution, the students 

were divided into groups to do case studies on six topics namely White Technology, Green Technology and Red Technology of 
Oil Palm and Rubber. Information gathered from newspaper articles and journal publications were translated into illustrations and 
posted on social media engaging Instagram as the tool. The guideline to adopt Social Media in Teaching was based on the module 
developed by the Malaysian team for the BLTeae project under the EACEA-ERAMUS+ project KA2 programme - Cooperation for 
innovation and the exchange of good practices - Capacity Building in the field of Higher Education (No: 574130-EPP-1 -2016-1 -FR- 
EPPKA2-CBHE-JP) - http://blteae.eu/course/social-media-teaching. The five steps in the module that include preparation, group 
activity (discussion and collaborative writing), peer evaluation and comment as well as sharing were carried out by the students.

Instagram was selected for the project and the students could team anywhere, learn anytime and learn from any devices. Research 
findings indicated by pictures and videos in Instagram with writings provided contextualised visual information which could be 
used in an educational setting. This appealed to the students, who as native digital learners, found that by using smartphones or 
laptops, they were free to interact with peers through Instagram features like “comment”, “like” or “caption writing” outside class 
hours. They also enjoyed collaborative learning involving interaction among peers in the exchange of opinions and ideas through 
writing comments or caption for pictures/videos posted in Instagram. All students as followers were required to give feedback 
or provide ideas and suggestions on the given topics of other groups. Through writing comments or captions, they discovered 
that they learned during the process.

P
rogram Pemantapan Akademik Subjek Ekonomi merupakan sebuah program berunsur ilmiah yang mendedahkan pelajar dengan 
ilmu serta kemahiran yang menjurus kepada mengenali teori dan formula pengiraan di samping mengaplikasikannya dalam konsep 
ekonomi. Pendekatan program berkenaan yang menerapkan kaedah-kaedah bagi memantapkan tahap kefahaman dari segi teori 
dan pengiraan sememangnya berfaedah dalam membantu pelajar untuk mencapai target kelulusan yang cemerlang dalam peperiksaan 

pertengahan semester dan seterusnya peperiksaan akhir. Selain itu, program ini juga merupakan satu inisiatif fakulti dalam memperbaiki 
prestasi pelajar bagi subjek ekonomi sejajar dengan matlamat universiti untuk mencapai GOT - ‘‘Graduate on time”.

Pensyarah berpengalaman dari 
UiTM Kampus Kota Samarahan, 

iaitu Dr. Jelani dan Encik 
Huzaimi telah dijemput khas 

bagi memperluas pendekatan 
pelajar dalam menjawab soalan 

peperiksaan.

Program ini dijalankan sepanjang semester secara berperingkat iaitu, tiga sesi berasingan yang dikendalikan oleh Puan Dayang Hummida 
Binti Abang Abdul Rahman dan Encik Nuzaihan Bin Majidi selaku pensyarah Ekonomi di UiTM Kampus Mukah. Di samping itu, dua orang * 
pensyarah yang berpengalaman dalam bidang ekonomi iaitu Dr. Jelani Bin Razali dan Encik Huzaimi Bin Hussain telah dijemput khas dari 
UiTM Kampus Kota Samarahan untuk mengendalikan satu sesi Klinik Akademik. Secara tidak langsung program ini mampu membuka ^7 
minda pelajar tentang pentingnya ilmu teori dan pengiraan yang betul sebelum menduduki peperiksaan dan sebagai bekalan apabila 
mereka menceburi bidang kerjaya setelah bergraduat kelak.

Sesi bersama Puan Dayang Hummida dan Encik Nuzaihan memberikan pendedahan kepada para pelajar 
berkenaan kaedah-kaedah berkesan dalam menjawab soalan peperiksaan serta pembelajaran dalam kumpulan.

Setiap pecahan tajuk dalam kandungan pelajaran telah 
dikemukakan kepada pelajar dan kaedah “mock-examination” 
ini telah dikendalikan oleh Puan Dayang Hummida dan Encik 
Nuzaihan secara berperingkat sepanjang semester. Selain itu, 
kaedah pembelajaran secara berkumpulan turut diterapkan 
sepanjang program berlangsung kerana kaedah ini dipercayai dapat 
memudahkan para pelajar berkongsi ilmu pengetahuan secara 
terus. Bahkan, ianya dapat menolong rakan kumpulan mencapai 
pemahaman yang total.

Dalam pada itu, Puan Dayang 
Hummida dan Encik Nuzaihan telah bergabung tenaga dalam 
memastikan pelajar didedahkan dengan teknik-teknik terbaik untuk 
menjawab soalan peperiksaan yang merangkumi pemahaman teori- 
teori asas, kebolehan penyelesaian masalah dan penulisan esei.

Di penghujung semester, pelajar telah diberi peluang mendengar 
serta memperoleh ilmu tambahan daripada pakar dalam bidang 
ekonomi dari UiTM Kampus Kota Samarahan iaitu Dr. Jelani dan 
Encik Huzaimi. Peluang keemasan ini tidak disia-siakan oleh pelajar 
bagi mendapatkan maanfaat dari pensyarah yang berpengalaman 
sebelum menduduki peperiksaan akhir. Pelbagai tips dan kaedah 
cepat dan pantas dalam pengiraan telah dikongsikan kepada para 
pelajar dan semestinya peluang ini dapat memberi sejuta harapan 
kepada para pelajar untuk lulus subjek ekonomi dengan cemerlang.

Malah, ianya telah membuka minda pelajar akan 
pentingnya memahami teori dan formula untuk menjawab soalan 
peperiksaan dengan tepat dan jitu.
