UiTM Sarawak has successfully organized the 
"Pasca Pilihan Raya ke 12" political forum on 
29th August, 2008. It was held in conjunction 
with the Merdeka month celebration with the 
theme "Changes and Directions of Malaysian 
Politics: Sarawak and Sabah Perspectives".

The event was made successful by the joint 
effort of the Faculty of Administrative Science 
and Policy Studies (FSPPP) and the Executive 
Master of Business Administration (EMBA) 
programs. The forum was held at the newly 
completed premise of Islamic Information 
Center at Jalan Ong Tiang Swee, Kuching. It was 
attended by more than 300 people including 
some members of the State Legislative 
Assembly, members of some major political 
parties, heads of government departments, 
lecturers, staff and students.

The event was official launched by the Director 
of UiTM Sarawak Campus, Associate Professor 
Dr. Jamil Haji Hamali.

Amongst the panel speakers were YB Tuan Hj 
Bolhassan B Hj Di, the Assistant Minister of 
Information Technology and Assistant Minister 
of Infrastructure Development and 
Communication. Other speakers were UiTM 
Sabah Campus Director, Associate Professor Dr 
Worran Hj Kabul, Universiti Malaysia Sarawak 
(UNIMAS) Head of Politics and International 
Relation Department Dr Neilson Ilan Mersat, 
and UiTM Sarawak lecturer Encik Abg Yusuf Abg 
Spawi. Prof. Dr. Abdul Rahman Deen took the 
stage as chairman.

Looking into the current political development, 
the theme of the forum was very timely. The 
issues, amongst others were complexities 
related to racial politics, openness of current 
leadership, young voters trend, service and 
development delivery, media delivery and 
issues of the just-concluded Permatang Pauh 
by-election.

The Assistant Minister, YB Tuan Hj Bolhassan Hj 
Di has reaffirmed that elected representatives 
must always be near to the people if they want 
to stay in power. He himself, for one is always 
advocating to the principles of maintaining 
relevancy and connectivity. He said that "the 
elected representatives must be visible and 
audible to the people they lead". He also 
stressed that "promises must be fulfilled with 
urgency to maintain that kind of connectivity 
with the people”. He further stressed that 
complacency kills.

The Assistant Minister could not make believe 
that the political tsunami that has hard hit the 
West Malaysian counterpart will hit Sarawak or 
Sabah. He said that the last general 
parliamentary election's result showed that the 
people in these two states were still attached to 
the Barisan Nasional government. He pointed 
out, "The BN win also showed that the people in 
Sarawak still trusted the BN to deliver 
development projects, especially in the rural 
areas. The people of Sarawak still want BN to 
continue ruling them...unlike the majority of 
the people in Selangor, Perak, Penang, and 
Kedah which has fallen into the hands of 
Pakatan Rakyat alliance".

On the current issues of the social contract and 
the rights of the Malays, YB Tuan Hj Bolhassan 
said that the issues should not to be debated 
anymore as it has been properly enshrined in 
the Federal Constitution. It was also related to 
citizenship issue prior to the proclamation of 
Independence in 1957 in the then Malay States 
of Malaya. To do so today would endanger the 
stable government and disrupt the racial 
harmony and unity which Malaysian had been 
enjoying all these while. Citizens will not want to 
see the infamous May 13, 1969 riot to happen 
again.

The Assistant Minister insisted that the "people 
who want to open up the social contract are 
only asking for trouble. I rather keep it, maintain 
it and everybody will be happy".

Dr. Neilson Ilan Mersat of UNIMAS talks about 
democratization and the power and influence 
of the young voters in paving for the future 
political development in Malaysia. He believes 
that is normal for any country to experience 
such stage of democracy when citizens have 
been provided with an openness to express 
their rights and freedom. To keep abreast with 
the power and influence of young voters, Dr. 
Neilson has said that politicians must now start 
to address the complex and sophisticated 
issues among young urban elites through 
internet accessibility.

On multiracialism, Dr Neilson said that contrary 
to West Malaysia, this is not an issue in Sarawak 
as the latter has always been politically and 
socially multi-racial from day one.

Responding to questions from the floor, Dr. 
Neilson also stressed that the Malaysian former 
premier, like Singapore Lee Kuan Yew was less 
open to liberal democracy, and in fact saw it as 
a trading-off point between freedom and 
development.

Associate Professor, Dr. Worran Hj Kabul of UiTM 
Sabah has the same opnion that, like Sarawak, 
the people in Sabah needs physical 
development, and all these while has been very 
open to multiracialism. The issue of crossing 
over of politicians from one party to another is 
not new phenomena in Sabah.

Abg Yusuf Abg Spawi stressed the importance 
of grassroot supporters in the rural setting. 
Although this group is fragile and subject to 
influences of the middle class, who normally has 
post-secondary education, they normally are 
the eyes and ears of the ruling government. 
Their involvement and contribution to secure 
the polls for the ruling government is 
undeniably important, and will always be 
relevant in rural politics.

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Numerous studies have been carried out to examine 
the impact of out-of-class faculty interaction with 
students on student satisfaction and success in 
higher education. One such study was recently 
carried out by Ibtesan Halawah at Ajman University 
in Abu Dhabi, U.A.E. Her report entitled'The Impact 
Of Student-Faculty Informal Interpersonal 
Relationships On Intellectual And Personal 
Development'was published in the College Student 
Journal, Sep 2006, Vol 40, Issue 3

The following are some extracts from this article.

'Most experts in higher education agree that 
students' informal interactions with faculty 
members have a positive relationship to personal 
growth as well as academic achievement. Successful 
students consistently rated teachers as friends, 
helpers, and assistants. Informal interaction of 
college students and faculty affects students' 
academic achievement, satisfaction with college, 
and intellectual and personal development

• (Lamport), 1993).'

'According to Hopkins (1993) successful 
students consistently rated their teachers first as 
friends, second as helpers, and third as teachers. He 
concluded that the students who primarily saw their 
teacher as friends made the greatest overall progress 
and displayed a strong level of commitment of 
course work.'

'Flannelly (1990) concluded from his study 
that students' scores on academic quality of effort 
scales vary directly with the degree of faculty 
contact. He found that high levels of student-faculty 
contact coincide with high student scores on quality 
of effort measures. The students who reported 
higher levels of faculty contact also reported 

exerting more effort in their studies and greater use 
of educational resources.'

'According to Aluko (1994) teaching goes 
beyond transmitting knowledge to students. Faculty 
members, therefore, must help to develop their 
students emotionally. It is important that faculty 
members interact with their students, not only in the 
classroom but outside the classroom as well.'

'Students who were defined as successful by 
both college standards and self-report tended to 
report good relationships with faculty. In contrast, 
students lacking either college-defined or 
self-reported success reported few friendships 
positive for growth and lack of a strong relationship 
with at least one faculty member. It was concluded 
that success or failure was, in large part, based on the 
interactions between faculty and students (Peglow 
andWalleri, 1990).'

'It is widely held that, as far as the educational 
activities of universities are concerned, close 
personal relationships between staff and students 
play a major part in fostering the intellectual 
development of students and help to make the 
teaching activities of academics more satisfying and 
rewarding. As noted by Endo and Harpel (1981) 
faculty-student interactions have an important 
impact on student outcomes. In addition, Iverson, 
Pascarella, and Terenzini (1984) concluded from their 
study that the frequency of informal faculty-student 
contact focusing on academic topics has a 
significant positive influence on students in higher 
education.

After much anticipation, the students and their kayak partners 
finally boarded their kayaks. By 3pm, all fifteen kayaks belong­

ing to Diploma in Tourism Management, three instructors, and 
a speed boat left the Waterfront for a lifetime expedition. Each 

journey was different for the students, some of the students 
paddled too fast, some were too slow, some could not kayak in 

a straight line hence they headed for the tree instead. There

Prof. Rosita, on behalf of the Editorial Commit- 

tee of Infokampus, let me firstly congratulate 

you on your recent appointment as the Deputy 

Director of Research and Industrial Network­

ing. This is certainly a big responsibility. 

Perhaps you would like to let us know your 

immediate reaction to this appointment?

Well, I have been the Coordinator of the Research 

Management Unit for a few years now and before 

that I headed the Diploma in Business Manage­

ment as well as the Bachelor's Degree in Business 

Management programs. As you are aware, the 

present position that I have been entrusted with 

has been newly created in view of our aspirations 

to evolve into a world class research-based 

university. I realize that the scope and responsi­

bilities associated with this position are much 

more challenging than my previous positions, 

not to mention that they encompass the 

additional role of managing our facilities and 

development programs.

However, I will greet the many challenges that 

will come with this job as good learning opportu­

nities and I hope to carry out the new responsi­

bilities to the best of my abilities.

It seems that you will be handling three impor­

tant portfolios in your new position, research, 

industrial networking and development. What 

are some of the changes that you would like to 

bring about to UiTM Sarawak?

I believe that the extent of commitment of our 

lecturers in research, innovation and publication 

ought to be much greater than it is now. There 

are even some of us who regard research and 

publication as something painfully burdensome. 

One of my main concerns will be to foster a 

greater sense of involvement among our 

academic staff in research and publication 

activities and at the same time to help bring 

about greater quality in the resulting products.

I hope to see more research projects that have 

the potential to benefit the society around us. 

Generally I think that members of the staff of 

UiTM Sarawak should make a concerted effort 

to create a more pleasant and cheerful working 

environment in our campus.

So what are your plans to achieve the goals 

you just mentioned?

I believe that at least 10% of all our research 

projects should have the potential of being 

translated into viable commercial products. To 

achieve this moderate target, among other 

things, we need to organize a series of seminars 

and workshops for the specific purpose of 

guiding and inspiring our lecturers to engage in 

higher quality research, research that will have 

greater educational, social, economic and even 

political impact. At the moment the returns we 

are reaping from the extensive investment that 

goes into research is far from satisfactory. Only a 

handful of our research products have been 

commercialized.

Looking at the ideas which you have just 

expressed, it seems to me that you will be 

making a valuable contribution to UiTM's 

efforts to achieve world class status. Don't you 

agree?

InsyaAllah. However, we cannot escape from 

the fact that to become a world class university, 

it is imperative that among other prerequisites, 

we build a strong foundation based on a culture 

of vibrant research scholarship in the campus. I 

believe that we have the resources and the will 

to achieve this goal, but it appears that we need 

to put in more efforts to create this research 

culture I mentioned. I am confident that with 

the current programs and those that will be 

implemented in the near future we will scale 

greater heights that will enable us to realize our 

ultimate goals for sure.

How will you manage your time for all the 

diverse responsibilities associated with these 

three important portfolios?

In carrying out my duties and responsibilities, I 

will give importance to each and every one, of 

course. However, tasks that need immediatet 

attention will certainly have priority over those 

that can come later. The important thing is that 

I should not lose sight of the goals that I have 

planned to achieve.

Finally, Prof. Rosita, do you have any conclud­

ing remarks for our readers?

I wish to help create an active research culture 

here at UiTM Sarawak, one in which all our 

lecturers and even non-academic staff in the 

campus will be highly motivated to be engaged 

in research activities as regular routine. 

Research is an integral part of our career that 

leads to our individual professional develop­

ment and more that, it has far reaching impact 

on the well-being of our society at large and on 

the growth and development of the economy.
