The  f ront l iners

were  working  overt ime  to  screen,  monitor  and

treat  patients ,  which  had  caused  a  cri t ical

shortage  of  personal  protect ive  equipment

(PPE )  across  the  health  faci l i t ies  in  Sabah.
