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Abstract

This paper discusses on the needs for information professionals (IP), among
the policy makers in the Federal Administrative Centre of Malaysia, Putrajaya. Due
to hectic schedule of policy makers, they might face difficulties in accessing
information for policy making and might also lack in skill of information seeking that
an IP possesses. The research tries to expose to the policy makers on the
importance of an IP among them, and how can these professionals contribute to the
development of a policy in the ministries.
