
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN 

ASIA PACIFIC UNIVERSITY OF TECHNOLOGY AND INNOVATION 

AND 

UNIVERSITI TEKNOLOGI MARA 

Background 

A. ASIA PACIFIC UNIVERSITY OF TECHNOLOGY AND INNOVATION (APU) and UNIVERSITI 
TEKNOLOGI MARA (UiTM) wish to enter this Memorandum of Understanding 
("Memorandum"} to promote academic collaboration and to develop further the friendly 
relationship between these two academic institutions ("Collaboration"), 

B. This Memorandum sets out the proposed terms of the Collaboration. It is not exhaustive and 

is not intended to be legally binding. 

C. This Memorandum is confidential to the parties and their advisers. 

Collaboration 

1. In order to promote the Collaboration, the parties agree to negotiate in good faith to explore 

the possibility of developing collaborative activities which are mutually beneficial, to include 

but not be limited to promote working partnerships between the parties' respective staff and 

students/scholars. 

To include, but not be limited to: 

Research collaboration in areas of mutual interest. 

Exchange of academic material and information. 

Faculty exchange and exchange of scholars in the course of academic development. 

Joint development and sharing of resources for staff development and training. 

Joint development and sharing of resources for the international education of students. 

Short term extra curricula student visits. 

Identification and development of key areas of common interest as stand-alone projects. 

Sponsorship of cooperative seminars, workshops and papers on matters of mutual 
interest. 

2. Each Party shall be responsible for meeting the travel, subsistence and accommodation costs 

of its own staff and representatives, involved In visits associated wi th this agreement. 

3. Neither party shall use, or permit to be used, the name, insignia, logo, other distinctive 

identifying feature or any intellectual property (whether registered or not) of the other party, 

except where such use is authorised by the other party. Failure to comply with this clause will 

be deemed to be a fundamental breach of this Memorandum and the non-breaching party 

shall be entit led to terminate this Memorandum immediately by serving wri t ten notice on the 

party in breach of this clause. 

4. This Memorandum shall commence on the date it is signed and remain in force for three (3) 

years in the first instance, unless terminated earlier wi th effect f rom the end of any Academic 

Year by either party giving the other ninety (90) days' notice to the other in writ ing, provided 

however that such termination shall not affect the completion of any programme or activity
