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First and foremost, I would like to take this opportunity to wish all
of you a happy new year 2021. With 2021 being the Year of Excellence
for UiTM going along the theme “Pecutan ke Arah Kecemerlangan”,
UiTM is embarking on a journey towards becoming a globally-renowned
university. In his Amanat Naib Cancelor 2021, Vice Chancellor of UiTM,
Yang Berbahagia Professor Emeritus Datuk Ir. Dr. Mohd Azraai Kassim
stressed the importance of quality education, global excellence and
values-based performance as the key elements towards becoming a
globally-renowned university. In this regard, UiTM Sarawak is on track in
its vision to be one of the top if not the top institution of higher learning in
Bomeo. Although 2020 has left us for good, the challenges we faced and
the valuable experiences gained from the Covid-19 global pandemic
should give us greater confidence to face the uncertainties that lie ahead.
We must move forward and brace ourselves for new, exciting challenges
with the hope that we can achieve more when the Covid-19 pandemic is
over.

My vision for UiTM Sarawak is to make her one of the best branch
campuses throughout the system in the spirit of MA63. Our campus has
always been at the forefront in terms enrolment, quality of its academic
staff and student performance. Given the fact that Ui'TM Sarawak only
gets one lhirteenlE instead of one third of the annual funding quantum,
our campus has gone beyond the constraints of its financial resources. We
are making sure that the campus infrastructure, notably our digital
capability, is constantly upgraded and given top priorty. With the current
financial constraint due to Covid -19, we have been working closely with
the State government for additional funding. We welcome the
appointment of Yang Berhormat Dato Hajah Hanifah Hajar Taib as
Minister in the Prime Minister’s Department for Sabah and Sarawak
Affairs which augurs well for UiTM Sarawak in her pursuit of the MA63
agenda, with the hope of more funding to bolster our enrolment and
research . Our vision will also go in tandem with UiTM’s Strategic Plan
2025 and Sarawak Vision 2030.

We are also looking into areas where we can champion particular
thrusts such as Smart Farming and IT-based commercial ventures where
UiTM Sarawak could bring significant impact on these initiatives. With
33,000 UiTM Sarawak alumni, UiTM Sarawak has a ready pool of
expertise on which to leverage. Through setting up a database on our
alumni, we can establish e-retail outlets as part of our efforts to assist the
state and UiTM economically.

In the last five to six years , we have won a number of top state
and federal awards. Just to name a few, UiTM Sarawak has won the
prized Anugerah Kualiti Naib Cancelor three times, Anugerah Ketua
Menteri Sarawak, Anugerah Kualiti Perkhidmatan Awam Negeri
Sarawak, Pensijilan High Blue Ribbon, Anugerah Penyumbang Berita
Paling Aktif (Unit Komunikasi Korporat) and more recently the
Anugerah Akademik Universiti (AAU) won by 3 members of our
academic staff for excellence in organizational leadership. Having won
the Anugerah Ketua Menter: Sarawak and the Anugerah Kualiti
Perkidmatan Awam Negeri Sarawak meant we are among the best

ovemment agency in the state. In spite of the numerous successes we
Eave achieved, more needs to be done in terms of internet accessibility in
the hostels particularly in Samarahan Campus 1. It is heartening to note
that all classrooms in UiTM Sarawak are internet-enabled while hostels
in Samarahan Campus 2 are enjoying full internet connectivity. Needless
to say, we are doing everything within our means to ensure that all our
student hostels are fully- internet accessible.

With the ongoing Covid 19 pandemic, efforts to enhance the
quality of our physical infrastructure have slowed down considerably due
to UITM’s financial constraints during these times. But rest assured we
have communicated our intentions to Shah Alam for UiTM Sarawak to
have a fully-functional ODL system where leaming can take place
anywhere within the campus apart from the classroom.

To a question of how UiTM Sarawak has fared in comparison to
its rival tertiary institutions in the region, I must say that we are the few if
not the only public tertiary institution that has won many top awards at
the university, state and federal levels - a point I stated early on. We have
a pool of quality academics in the university, many of whom have been
engaged by the state government as training and public administration
consultants and examiners for government servants on promotion
exercise. This is evident from the RM2 million worth of consultancy
research projects awarded to UiTM Sarawak by the Integrated Regional
Samarahan Development Agency (IRSDA) on 15 September2020. A
team of researchers led by Associate Professor Dr Abang Zainoren Bin
Abang Abdurahman has been tasked to carry out ground research to
obtain feedback from the community on potential tourism activities in
Samarahan based on available local resources and, to conduct the

Samarahan Tourism Development I.ab which would

share findings for the creation of sustainable
L tourism development plan. The team will also

. be responsible for the relevant capacity
. building and community development
. needed for the proposed projects in
. Samarahan.
! This does not include the
" RM8,304,411.77 worth of research and
. consultancy grants received from 2017 to
2019. Certain state ministries have also
engaged UiTM Sarawak to organise

the Sarawak Invention,

Innovation and
Design Exhibition

(SiiDEX) for the state government, thus providing further testimony
to UiTM Sarawak’s standing as a progressive tertiary institution.

As regards our strategies to enhance our graduates’ capability and
ensure their continued competitiveness in the job market, we are
committed to ensuring that they are eguipped with extra skills or the ‘X
factor’ on top of their academic qualifications. Interested students from
anfy faculty can register for certificate level courses in coaching,
refereeing, singing, dancing and choreography during the semester
holidays.

For UiTM Sarawak to remain relevant to the community at large,
we are constantly bringing in new programmes while forging international
collaborations with regional partners. To date, we have signed MOUs with
six Chinese public universities, namely, Anhui University, Anhui Medical
University, Beijing Wu Zi University, China Pharmaceutical University,
Jiangsu University and Ningxia Medical University. We have also signed
MOUs with other universities Spain, Indonesia and Thailand.

On top of that, UiTM Sarawak has also established a Halal
Products Research Centre with Beijing Wuzi University and the Herbal
and Ethnomedical Research Centre with Anhui Medical University, both
of which were launched by the Right Honourable Chief Minister of
Sarawak Datuk Patinggi Abang Abdul Rahman Zohari bin Tun Abang
Haji Open at INNOSTRE 2020. Besides exchanging ideas and knowledge
on their shared fields, such collaboration would enable our students to
touch base with reality. We hope that our graduates would one day be
players in the industry through these halad herbal remedy production
programmes.

On 10th March 2021,UiTM Sarawak will be starting a new
program — Diploma Mutawwif, wih a pioneer batch of 70 students. This .
program will train ‘Mutawwifs’ or tour guides not only for for the Hajj
and Umrah but also for halal destinations in Korea and Japan so that ’
Malaysian tourists can experience halal food in these countries. These 70 .
pioneer batch of mutawwif undergraduates will have their intemship in -
Mecca and Medina. '

Under the Ministry of Tourism, Arts, Culture, and Youth Sarawak, -
plans are underway for Kuching to become a transit point for pilgrims
from Indonesia, Brunei and Peninsular Malaysia on their way to Mecca to
perform the Umrah. Trained muttawifs from UiTM Sarawak’s Diploma in
Muttawif programme will play a crucial role in this transformation while
Kuching could also benefit positively from the economic spin-off.

UiTM Sarawak has also set its eyes on the United Nations’
Sustainability Development Goals (SDG) on which UiTM's programme
on SDG 2020-20 is based. In line with these goals and as part of their
course, our students are required to engage the community till completion
of their course of study. There is a need to elevate the local cottage
industry to one with a global reach through community engagement where
UiTM students can play a key role.

In cooperation with the Ministry of Tourism, Arts, Culture, Youth
and Sports, new tourism destinations will be explored and developed to
enable tourists to discover what Sarawak has to offer. Apart from
collaborations with state agencies, we are also working with the Federal
Ministry of Tourism, Arts and Culture under Yang Berhormat Dato’ Sri
Hajah Nancy binti Shukri on various eco-tourism initiatives The
homestay concept has become increasingly popular among tounsts and
Sebuyau is now gaining reputation as the perfect gateway to a homestay
vacation where nature and local cultures blend harmoniously to present
tourists with real value for money experience. Fishing and crocodile
watching will be among the activities promoted under eco-tourism in these
new destinations.

With regard to UiTM Sarawak’s response to the State’s Digital
Transformation agenda, we are poised to become an ODL-enabled campus
as improve speeds and coverage stands out as our main concern. The first
graduating batch of ODL this year will provide proof of our commitment
to ODL and digital education. For students with intemet accessibility
problems, we will identify in cooperation with local leaders and
assemblymen, community libraries, mosques and churches where students
could access the internet to follow lectures. To ensure we meet the Digital
transformation objectives, we have proposed that each alumnus contributes
a laptop while each assemblyman who is an alumnus contributes 5 laptops
for the benefit of students in the B 40 category.

Covid 19 has had a huge impact on enrolment. Nevertheless, we are
looking at ways and means to ensure that UiTM Sarawak has its full time
students, first year students, professional students and Distance learning
students to sustain student enrolment. In fact, we are seriously considering
the ‘Lecture on Demand’ concept to cater to students who have lost their
job or are not able to attend lecture regularly due to work commitments.
Through such concept, these students could access notes recorded on
digital video platform at their convenience. Appointed lecturers will be
tasked with handling queries and provide feedback to students. In this way,
we hope to increase student enrolment in the campus during these
challenging times.

On the other hand, we are also collaborating with Sarawak Energy
Berhad which has made inroads into the Brunei and Indonesian
Kalimantan energy markets, with the hope that students from our
Engineering Faculty would be able to work while gaining invaluable
experience in these countries. Alternatively, these countries could also send
their students to UiTM Sarawak on short term study programmes. [ am
quite excited about the idea of turmng UiTM Sarawak into a centre for
Smart Farming, leveraging on our own experts from the Faculty of
Plantation and Agrotechnology, Faculty of Computer and Mathematics,
and Faculty of Electrical Engineering. The focus will be on producing
cheaper, more affordable low-tech farming methods for our farmers.

In the final analysis, I wish all of you the best that 2021 could offer
and together we stand against the Covid pandemic with the hope that
UiTM Sarawak will go from strength to

strength to face newer challenges and
unchartered waters. Thank vou.

different parts of the world.

Dubbed as KAIB Online 2020, with the theme
“World Halal Industry: Opportunities and
Challenges Post COVID-19 Pandemic”, U TM
Sarawak has successfully organised Konferensi
Antarabangsa Islam Bomeo (KAIB) 2020 amidst the
COVID-19 pandemic. Eight speakers from different
parts of the world, namely Australia, Brunei, China,
Indonesia, Malaysia, Spain and Taiwan, presented their
views with regard to the Conference theme. KAIB
Online 2020 was jointly organised by UiTM Sarawak
together with Universiti Teknologi Mara Sabah,
Institute Halal of Spain, Universiti Islam Sultan Sharif
Ali Brunei Darussalam, Kolej Universiti Perguruan
Ugama Seri Bagawan Brunei Darussalam, Universitas
Lambung Mangkurat Banjarmasin Indonesia,
Universitas Mulawarman Samarinda Indonesia, Institut
Agama Islam Negeri Pontianak Indonesia, Universitas
Islam Negeri Antasari Samarinda Indonesia and Institut
Agama Islam Negeri Palangka Raya Indonesia.

Datuk Nadzim Johan, President of the Malaysian
Islamic Consumers’ Association presented his views on
the challenges facing halal products consumers during
COVID-19. He highlighted.that there has been a huge
drop in demand for halal products and all sectors have
been adversely affected. From Brunei, Dr Hajah
Norkhairiah Haji Hashim of Sultan Sharif Ali Islamic
University has seen halal product supply-chain
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interrupted as Brunei depends greatly on import of halal
meat from countries such as Malaysia, Indonesia and
Australia. Chief Executive of Halal Australia Dr Muhammad
Khan, in his presentation mentioned that halal certification is
a tricky and sticky issue in Australia due to a lack of
regulation. Dr Irene Lin, the Research and Development
Director of Chappion Biotechnology shared interesting facts
about halal natural food colouring derived from fruits and
plants. She added that too much artificial colouring could
bring about adverse effects on human health. She
recommends businesses and consumers alike to choose
natural food colourings for its long term sustainability.

Mufti of Sabah, Datuk Hj Bungsu @ Aziz Hj Jaafar
presented the future of tourism industry in Sabah post
COVID-19. He also mentioned that Sabah has suffered a
drop of 61% in domestic tourist arrival and 82% of
international tourist arrival up until November 2020 due to
COVID-19. Dr Maisyarah Rahmi from Institute Agama
Islam Negeri Samarinda, Indonesia in her keynote speech
mentioned that Indonesia’s Halal Product Law has come into
effect since October 2019. However, some products and
services have until 2022 to comply. Foreign products need to
check if they are compliant with Indonesia’s Halal standards.
Dr Barbara from Institute Halal, Spain shared her opinion
about the various challenges halal products face in Europe.
Some producers get boycotted when they have halal logo on
their products. Professor Zhang from Beijing Wuzi
University, highlighted that there is a wide network of halal
logistics available from the moment halal products arrive in
Beijing from different parts of the world. Out of the 20
million people in Beijing, there are about 300,000 Muslims
there who buy up to an average of 6.5kg of halal meat
products per month.

According to Conference Chair Dr. Mohd Syahiran
Abdul Latif, 710 participants from different parts of the
world registered for KAIB Online 2020, the highest number
of participants since its humble inception in 2008. Through
the virtual platform, it has reached wider audience from
Australia, Argentina, Brunei, China, India, Indonesia,
Pakistan, Poland, Spain, Taiwan and beyond.

KAIB Online 2020 organising committee wishes to
acknowledge the following staff: Adib Sarkawi, Abdul
Khalid Karim, Abdul Razak Bana, Safizie Saji, Shaza Safura
Abdullah, Awang Hasbie Awang Kan and Juhari Norily.

Writing anxiety is a phenomenon that majority of
ESL students experience. However, when the traditional
writing classroom shifted to online distance learning due
to the Covid-19 pandemic, writing anxiety among
students reached new heights. In addressing this issue,
this qualitative study explored the reported experiences
of nine students from the Diploma in Banking Studies
(BA119) based in UiTM Mukah Campus. The nine
subjects had registered with ELC231for the Mac - July
2020 semester,and the course was taught online. After
collecting data through semi-structured interviews, the
data was transcribed verbatim, and three major themes
were constructed. The first theme relates to whether
students liked or disliked their writing lessons using an
online platform called Telegram and why they felt the
way they did.. The three reasons why students like
writing as a taught skill are firstly, writing can promote
vocabulary acquisition, they can express their ideas
through writing and writing challenges them to present
their ideas to readers with efficacy and clarity. In
contrast, the three other reasons why they disliked
writing are negative feedback received from their
previous teachers, the need to think critically while
writing and the burden of remembering a particular
writing format.
As for the second theme of the interview,which is, the
challenges that the students faced during the writing
process, the students have listed four main challenges as
follows: time given to complete their writing task, lack
of vocabulary, lack of grammar knowledge and
communication with the lecturer through the online
learning platform. The identification of signs related to
writing anxiety in the online writing class is the third

theme revealed from this qualitative study. As for the
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physical sign, students with writing anxiety were less
responsive in the Telegram group especially during
brainstorming and discussion sessions. They also admitted
having the tendency to drink more water to calm
themselves down as well as experiencing trembling of
hands and cold sweat on their palms. As for emotional
signs, students stated that they felt very anxious if they
could not complete the writing task on time. They also felt
nervous without any apparent reason and would often feel
the need to seek peer support. Furthermore, students also
acknowledged that when they experienced writing
anxiety, their cognitive process would be delayed. The
participants suggested a few major coping strategies
which they have employed to overcome their writing
anxiety such as taking a deep breath, taking some time off
from writing task, getting some entertainment and
practising relaxation.

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Pandemic COVID-19 has a huge impact on
teaching and learning activities all around the world
especially, in Sarawak. Traditional teaching and learning
activities have now shifted to the online approach. Social
media engagement in online teaching and learning is
increasingly popular in the last few months. There have
been concerns over the drastic change affecting the
teaching and learning process as Online Distance
Learning became the new norm in the Malaysian
education setting.

In April 2020, Universiti Teknologi MARA
changed their mode of teaching and leaming to Online
and Distance Learning (ODL) when the Prime Minister
declared a partial lockdown due to the COVID-19
pandemic. Students were sent packing to their respective
hometowns to continue their studies via the various
online learning platforms. Being together with their
family in this difficult time is a good thing but at the
same time, there are challenges too. Some of them are
struggling to adapt to the new challenges while others
are faced with family expectations to help out with
house chores, notwithstanding the demands placed on
them by their lecturers.

From the lecturer’s point of view, this new norm
also comes with its glooms and dooms. An educator’s
priority is to deliver lectures at their very best in order
that teaching and learning outcomes be optimized.
However, working from home with little children and
family members around is a great challenge as well.
Since online distance learning and teaching will be the
new norm for educators and students alike, a small
survey was conducted to determine the students’
experiences with various methods of online instructions.
These include viewing videos online, using online
discussion boards, doing quizzes and tests online, live
group discussions on Google Meet or other types of
teleconferencing software, online narrated Powerpoint
lectures, pre-recorded lecture videos, listening to voice
recordings, discussions on social media platforms such
as Instagram and Facebook, as well as instant messaging
platforms such Whatsapp application and so on. The
results of the survey could help all educators in general
to improve their online teaching and learning activities
in the future.

Of the 113 student respondents from Mukah
campus, most preferred Google Classroom, Whatsapp
and pre-recorded lecture videos as online instructional
method for calculation-based subject. For theory-based
subjects, most of the students prefer Google Classroom,
Whatsapp, narrated Powerpoint lectures, Google Meet as
well as pre-recorded lecture video.

They also preferred Google Classroom as a
medium of getting notes and materials, as well as

submitting their assignment as they viewed it as a highly
user-friendly platform. For calculation-based subjects,
pre-recorded lectures gave several advantages to the
students. One of the advantages that most of the students
mentioned was that they could view and listen to the
lectures repeatedly. This gives them room and time to
understand the topic better. As-we know
calculation-based subjects pose greater challenges to the
students when taught online as compared to offline, or
Face-To-Face (FTF) instuction. Interestingly, there were
students who felt that FTF is a far better method for
effective teaching and learning.

Of all the instructional methods, the least preferred
were voice recording and Edmodo. The reason why
these methods were not preferred by the students is
because listening to lectures without pictures or
illustrations was never easy while unfamiliar
applications used such as Edmodo could also pose a
disadvantage to students. Even though Whatsapp was
preferred for both calculation and theory-based subjects,
there were students who mentioned that Whatsapp did
not work well for calculation-based subjects. Whatsapp
only works in giving short or simple instructions or
sharing notes. Students need to be to be shown how to
solve the problem or question using recorded video or
via Google Meet. However, using Google Meet or Zoom
is often a huge challenge to students who have poor
internet connectivity.

From the survey, it can be deduced that most of the
students favour a simple, easy access and systematic
platform to do their online learning. Of all of the
instructional methods available to lecturers for their
daily online teaching, ones which suit the students
learning needs most should be chosen as a preferable
mode for teaching. At the end of the day, it is not about
the sophistication of the platform or software available
for online classroom teaching and learning, but how
effective a particular method is in imparting knowledge
to students. To top it off, student engagement is equally
important in the online teaching and learning process.

Since the start of the Open Distance Learning (ODL) mode
early this semester due to the Covid 19 pandemic, much of our daily
routine involves studying at home using any available learning
platform. Hence, | would like to take this opportunity to share about
my challenges as a student using ODL.

First, my main challenge in the use of ODL is poor internet
connection. This has resulted in much difficulty especially in doing
any academic task online. For example, when [ want to submit my
assignments through Google Classroom, sometimes they could not
be sent on time. Sometimes, it will take up to 20 minutes or more to
get through. Striking evidences of poor internet access are shown
through viraled photos of rural students going up hills in the jungle to
take an exam. That is what Veveonah Mosibin, a student from
University Malaysia Sabah did recently. Good internet access is very
important to students to get connected to their lecturers and fellow
classmates.

The other challenge during ODL is the environment factor.
What | meant here is while students are engaged with their lecturers
and classmates online, there will be various forms of distractions
coming from the sound of cars, machinery and so on. In my case, my
house is near the road and this means a lot of sounds coming from
passing vehicles. Because of these extraneous noises, [ found it hard
to concentrate on my work or study comfortably even though 1
managed to get the work done. It can be very stressful.

My final challenge regarding ODL is the issue of
understanding what is taught in my online classrooms’ vis-a-vis the
the conventional face-to-face classroom. To me, learning and
understanding what was taught is a lot more effective than going
through unproductive online lessons. In a nutshell, poor internet
connection, a-less-than-conducive environment, and difficulties in
trying to understand online lectures are my greatest challenges in
ODL. I hope in the following semester, we can resume our usual
face-to-face classroom in campus.

In recent years, distance teaching and learning has become
increasingly popular among students, and this trend is felt by
students. Most students find it helpful in improving learning
techniques, while others find that they are not as effective as
classroom teaching. My essay will discuss the advantages and

) disadvantages of distance learning.

Studying online provides flexible schedules and low-cost
spending for students. They can learn the courses and subjects
they want at the right time. This gives students a great
opportunity to gain new skills and accumulate their level of
knowledge while staying in their own homes. For example,
students from another state studying in Sarawak who wants to do
a Diploma in Business Management course does not necessarily
have to come over to Sarawak because he or she can study online
and complete the course by staying at home. Thus, distance
learning is economical and time saving for students.

However, online learning places more emphasis on
leaming theory and less teacher-student interaction. It lacks the
practical aspects of leaming and promotes passive learning. As a
result, students consider it as a less effective method of learning
than those used in the traditional classroom. A recent study
showed that a large number of students find classroom teaching
far more effective than distance learning.

In addition, online learning also makes students less
confident when doing subjects that require calculation such as
Maths and Accounting. These two subjects definitely need more
attention from the lecturers who are teaching the subjects.
Studying online is very difficult for students who are weak in
computing and having difficulties to calculate. The method of
teaching calculations is not very effective for students when it is
done via ODL.

In conclusion, the increasing availability of online learning
has gained popularity among young adults in years to come
although some consider it to be less effective. Emphasis can be
given to its effectiveness in making it a more economical way of
learning than classroom teaching.
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Online Distance Learning (ODL) is where the students
especially university students have to study from their homes by
using any teaching and learning platform that their lecturers use.

their class finishes, they have to go and buy food supplies since
they are not allowed to cook in their hostels.
