And | did manage to achieve certain suc-
cessesinmy 30-yearcareerspanasanacademicianandanadministrator; thoughthese successesare nothingtoshout
about.Atthe early stage of mylong career, justlike during my sweatyfootballdays, Iwas passionate and determined and
whatever weaknesses and limitations | had were effectively cancelled out by my determination and sense of purpose.

During my younger days | had strong self-determination to stay on the football team and the same tenacity was
present in my quest to build a good career. In football | enjoyed being picked quite regularly to fill the right flank po-
sition and | equally enjoyed being selected quite regularly by the university’s top management to fill various admin-
istrative positions. | was so involved in the university administration that in my 30 years of service I'd estimate that
only for a combined total of three years that | didn’t hold any sort of administrative posts;

Dunia perbankan dan pengauditan pasti tidak
boleh melupakan kisah yang pernah menggem-
parkan dunia yang melibatkan sebuah anak
syarikat Bank Bumiputra Malaysia Berhad
(BBMB) pada sekitar tahun 1980an. Bumipu-
tra Malaysia Finance (BMF) beroperasi di
Hong Kong yang berfungsi untuk menyediakan
pelaburan dalam tukaran matawang asing dan
pasaran wang. Pada tahun 1983, kemerosotan
harga hartanah di Hong Kong serta kemero-
sotan pasaran saham telah mengakibatkan
beberapa syarikat yang merupakan pemin-
jam utama BMF Hong Kong telah mengalami
masalah kewangan. Ini mengakibatkan pihak
BMF mencatatkan sejumlah besar pinjaman
yang tidak dapat dilangsaikan, termasuk pinja-
man yang dibuat oleh Carrian Group of Com-
panies. Tambahan pula, pihak BBMB menda-
pati terdapat pinjaman kewangan yang dalam
jumlah yang besar diluluskan tanpa mengikut
prosedur yang betul malah ada yang diluluskan
tanpa sebarang cagaran. Untuk itu, pada Mac
1983, pihak BBMB telah menghantar Encik Jalil
bin lbrahim, 34 tahun, seorang pegawai bank
yang mempunyai pengalaman luas dalam bi-
dang pengauditan untuk mengaudit penguru-
san BMF Hong Kong.

Pada 19 Julai 1983, negara digemparkan den-
gan penemuan mayat seorang lelaki di sebuah
kebun pisang di Hong Kong. Tiada pengenalan
diri ditemui bersama mangsa, malah mangsa
tidak mengalami sebarang pendarahan atau
kecederaan. Namun, setelah mayat diperiksa
pihak polis menemui syiling sepuluh sen Ma-
laysia dalam salah satu poket seluar mangsa.
Pihak polis segera mendapatkan maklumat ten-
tang laporan kehilangan individu. Pihak polis
mendapat maklumat bahawa seorang pegawai
sebuah bank dari Malaysia telah melaporkan
kehilangan rakan sejawat beliau sehari sebe-
lum kejadian. Laporan tersebut dibuat oleh
Henry Chin, Pembantu Pengurus Besar BMF
Hong Kong. Hasil proses pengecaman, mangsa
disahkan sebagai Jalil.

Hasil bedah siasat mendapati, Jalil telah dije-
rut dengan tali sehingga mati. Siasatan dibuat
dengan menggeledah pejabat mangsa dan me-
nyoal siasat pekerja di BMF Hong Kong. Pihak
polis telah menemui diari peribadi beliau dan

menemui catatan terakhir Jalil tentang temujanji beliau dengan sese-
orang di Hotel Regent pada 18 Julai 1983. Hasil siasatan polis menda-
pati orang yang ditemui beliau adalah seorang le-
laki bernama Mak Foon Than, seorang usahawan
dari Malaysia. Hasil soal siasat mendapati Jalil
dan Mak bertemu di lobi hotel dan menyambung
perbincangan mereka dalam bilik 609 di hotel
tersebut. Di situlah kali terakhir Jalil dilihat masih
hidup oleh seorang pekerja hotel yang menghan-
tar minuman ke bilik tersebut.

Pada masa yang sama pemilik Carrian Group of Companies, George Tan
dan pembantu kanannya, Bently Ho menemui Henry Chin di ibu peja-
bat BMF Hong Kong secara tiba-tiba. Pada masa tersebut Carrian Pada
masa yang sama pemilik Carrian Group of Companies, George Tan dan
pembantu kanannya, Bently Ho menemui Henry Chin di ibu pejabat
BMF Hong Kong secara tiba-tiba. Pada masa tersebut Carrian Group of
Companies mengalami masalah kewangan yang serius dan memerlukan
sejumlah wang untuk menyelamatkan syarikat. Untuk itu, mereka telah
meminta Henry untuk meluluskan pinjaman mereka sebanyak USS4
juta. Namun, Henry meminta agar mereka menunggu kepulangan Jalil,
memandangkan hanya Jalil yang boleh meluluskan
pinjaman kewangan pada masa tersebut. Kerana
keengganan Henry, George Tan menunjukkan satu
nota arahan daripada Pengerusi BMF Hong Kong,
Lorrain Esme Osman, supaya meluluskan pinjaman
kewangan tersebut.

Pada jam 2.45 petang, Henry menerima panggilan
telefon dari Jalil menanyakan keadaan di pejabat.
Henry memaklumkan tentang permohonan pinjaman daripada Carrian
Group of Companies kepada Jalil. Namun, Jalil meminta agar Henry me-
nyemak prosedur meluluskan permohonan dan memaklumkan akan
kembali ke ibu pejabat dengan segera. Namun, sehingga hampir jam
4.00 petang, Jalil masih belum muncul. Henry mula keresahan kerana
waktu akhir penghantaran permohonan adalah jam 4.30 petang. Tepat
jam 4.10 petang, Jalil sekali lagi menelefon Henry dan meminta Hen-
ry mengesahkan arahan yang telah diberikan oleh Presiden BMF. Jalil
meminta agar Henry menunggu sebentar di talian, namun tidak lama
kemudian talian diputuskan. Oleh kerana yakin dengan arahan yang
diberikan oleh Presiden BMF, maka Henry meluluskan permohonan
tersebut. Selepas itu, Henry tidak lagi menerima panggilan daripada
Jalil sehinggalah mayat Jalil ditemui.

Pihak polis berjaya menangkap Mak setelah identiti beliau dikenal pas-
ti. Terdapat banyak percanggahan maklumat yang diberikan oleh Mak
pada sesi soal siasat dan sesi perbicaraan di mahkamah. Pelbagai teori
timbul memandangkan Mak bukanlah seorang yang terlibat dengan
Carrian Group of Companies dan tidak pernah berurusan dengan pihak
BMF Hong Kong mahupun BBMB. Motif pembunuhan juga tidak dapat
dipastikan sehingga kini. Namun, pihak juri telah sebulat suara menya-

‘Terima kasih Cikgu’ akan sentiasa bermain diingatan kita
apabila setiap kali tibanya 16 Mei setiap tahun. Semua
orang yang pernah melalui zaman persekolahan pasti
akan mengambil kesempatan pada hari tersebut untuk
mengucapkan Selamat Hari Guru kepada guru-guru mer-
eka. Ungkapan ini amat bermakna jika kita imbau kem-
bali saat-saat kita di waktu alam persekolahan bersama
guru-guru yang kita sayang, guru yang pernah memarahi
kita, guru yang pernah memberi perhatian kepada kita
dan kepada guru jugalah tempat kita mengadu nasib ke-
tika berada di sekolah. Di alam universiti pula, para ma-
hasiswa begitu dekat dengan pensyarah mereka. Sama
ada guru atau pun pensyarah, masing-masing bergelar
pendidik yang mempunyai amanah yang sama, iaitu
menyampaikan ilmu di samping mendidik para pelajar.

Di IPT, ada di kalangan pensyarah yang sentiasa dekat di
hati mahasiswa, yang selalu prihatin dan komited den-
gan tugas mereka bukan sahaja di dalam bilik kuliah,
malah ketika terlibat di dalam aktiviti seperti program
khidmat masyarakat, lawatan akademik dan sebagain-
ya. Pensyarah juga seorang guru yang turut memberi
ilmu, mendidik dan berkongsi pengalaman dan kegem-
biraan bersama pelajar mereka. Seorang pendidik yang
baik tidak akan pernah menolak tugas mereka jika itu
demi kebaikan pelajar mereka atau pun demi masa
depan sekolah atau institusi masing-masing. Cabaran
mengajar di universiti juga mencabar dan pensyarah
perlu sentiasa bersedia menghadapi era globalisasi
yang serba serbi canggih. Tahap kebolehpasaran yang
tinggi di dalam pasaran sekarang akan mewujudkan
satu situasi yang cukup kompetitif di universiti. Pen-
syarah juga perlu bijak dalam menangani masalah dan
isu berbangkit berkenaan mahasiswa dan mahasiswi
universiti dan sentiasa bersedia dengan ilmu yang cu-
kup serta mental fizikal yang matang juga professional.

Guru di zaman moden ini sudah pasti berdepan den-
gan pelbagai ujian dan tugas yang semakin hari se-
makin bertambah. Semangat dan kecekalan seorang
gurulah yang sebenarnya menjadi aset berharga bagi
sesebuah sekolah untuk melahirkan para pelajar yang
hebat. Sebagai contoh, keunggulan Sekolah Menen-
gah IMTIAZ umpamanya, yang telah berjaya memben-
tuk keperibadian yang cemerlang dan beroleh penca-
paian akademik yang amat membanggakan, adalah
terhasil daripada komitmen cemerlang para guru di
IMTIAZ. Secara tidak langsung, sekolah ini berjaya
mencapai matlamat utamanya iaitu ‘Ke Arah Melahir-
kan Generasi Ulul Albab’. Dan kini, ia menjadi sumber
inspirasi kepada sekolah-sekolah lain di negara kita ini.

Tanggungjawab dan cabaran yang berbeza antara guru di
sekolah dan di universiti tidak memendekkan langkah go-
longan para pendidik ini untuk terus berbakti demi mem-
perjuangkan nasib anak Malaysia. Setiap titik peluh diguna-
kan dengan penuh keyakinan dan iltizam yang tinggi untuk
melihat kejayaan anak-anak didik mereka tanpa mengira
penat dan lelah. Mereka adalah insan-insan yang ingin meli-
hat kecemerlangan akademik dan juga sahsiah terpuji yang
hebat di mata dunia. Seperti mana seorang guru merasa
amat gembira dan puas melihat dan berkongsi kejayaan di
hari keputusan peperiksaan Sijil Pelajaran Malaysia (SPM)
pelajar-pelajar mereka diumumkan, sama jugalah bagi
para pensyarah di universiti yang berasa begitu gembira
melihat keputusan cemerlang anak didik mereka, teruta-
manya ketika istiadat konvokesyen berlangsung. Kegem-
biraan itu jelas terpancar di wajah para mahasiswa ketika
mereka mengucapkan terima kasih kepada para pensyarah
sebaik sahaja istiadat selesai. Pensyarah, kaulah model
para graduan untuk berjaya di alam pekerjaan pula nanti.

Warga pengurusan institusi atau kolej sangat digalakkan
untuk mengambil inisiatif tersendiri bagi menghargai para
pendidik mereka. Dengan memberikan ucapan Selamat
Hari Guru pun sebenarnya sudah cukup bermakna buat
para pendidik, apatah jika ada yang telah meraikannya,
pasti memberikan impak yang cukup besar di dalam diri
para pensyarah, malah ia boleh dikatakan suatu saat yang
cukup manis untuk dikenang. Secara tidak langsung, peng-
hargaan yang diberikan ini akan meningkatkan produktiv-
iti dan tahap motivasi para pendidik untuk terus berbakti.

Marilah kita berfikir sejenak, pernahkah kita ucapkan terima
kasih kepada guru atau pensyarah kita? Pasti akan terung-
kap ucapan istimewa itu buat ibubapa kita di rumah di mana
mereka juga guru kita sedari kecil. Kata pepatah, ‘melentur
buluh biarlah dari rebungnya’ adalah sangat bertepatan
dengan didikan ibubapa kerana merekalah yang mencorak-
kan kita, malah merekalah insan mulia yang banyak berjasa
dalam hidup kita sehingga berjaya. Tiada kata seindah baha-
sa yang dapat menceritakan betapa besarnya pengorbanan
seorang ibu dan perit jerih seorang ayah yang berusaha keras
membanting tulang untuk membesarkan anak-anak mereka.

Hargailah seluruh warga pendidik. Jadilah warga pendidik
yang cemerlang. Usah ditanya berapa banyak ucapan peng-
hargaan dan hadiah yang kita peroleh, tetapi tanyalah berapa
banyak bakti dan perkara baik yang telah dicurahkan kepada
anak bangsa dan realisasikanlah tanggungjawab sebagai
seorang pendidik dengan penuh amanah dan cemerlang.

KHAZANAH MELAYU YANG KIAN PUDAR DITELAN ZAMAN

Oleh Fathiyah binti Ismail & Nur Syikri bin Harun

ulisan Jawi pada asalnya merupakan medium inter-
aksi bertulis terpenting sedari zaman Kesultanan Mel-
ayu Melaka. Diadaptasi daripada huruf-huruf Hija’iyyah
yang digunapakai di dalam bahasa Arab, pengadapta-
sian tersebut telah menghasilkan sistem tulisan jawi.
Berkembangnya sejarah pembangunan dan kemanta-
pan akademik kaum Melayu suatu ketika dahulu adalah
didasari oleh penggunaan tulisan jawi.

Akan tetapi, satu kenyataan yang harus ditelan pada ma-
sakini adalah tulisan jawi seakan-akan tenggelam dalam
arus kemodenan dan kepelbagaian rentak bahasa yang
digunakan oleh kaum muda zaman kini yang lebih me-
nagih penggunaan tulisan rumi berbanding tulisan jawi.
Dikatakan sebagai kehilangan atau ketiadaan nilai kom-
ersial serta kesulitan dalam menggunakannya dan men-
jadi mangsa prejudis khalayak bahawa ia hanya sesuai
untuk golongan tua seperti warga emas, maka tulisan
jawi seakan sudah tidak lagi relevan di kalangan pem-
baca terutamanya muda-mudi. Menyedari peri pent-
ingnya tulisan ini dikekalkan dan dimartabatkan sebagai
ikon jatidiri bangsa Melayu, maka tulisan jawi kini wajar
dijadikan satu matapelajaran penting bermula di pering-
kat sekolah rendah.

Kedatangan Islam ke Tanah Melayu pada masa si-
lam bukan sahaja membawa perubahan besar kepada
masyarakat Melayu secara spiritual bahkan mempengar-
uhi kaedah tulisan dan dokumentasi. Abjad tulisan Arab
yang dibawa oleh para pedagang dan pendakwah Islam
dari Tanah Arab mempelopori tulisan jawi Melayu ber-
dasarkan aksara Arab (Mohd. Alwee Yusoff, 2005; Awang
Sariyan, 2010). Sebagai akibat kepada proses asimilasi di
antara dua budaya dan dua bahasa, yakni Melayu dan
Arab, tulisan jawi ini menjadi jambatan penghubung.
Sebagai bukti, ia telah digunakan oleh orang-orang Me-
layu sejak mereka memeluk Islam bermula daripada
zaman Kesultanan Melayu Melaka. Sejak itu, tulisan
jawi menjadi medium atau pengantar kepada undang-
undang Islam dan peraturan-peraturan mengikut adat
masing-masing, ditulis di atas kertas atau diukir di atas
batu seperti yang dapat disaksikan pada Batu Bersurat
daripada abad ke-14 bertarikh 702 Hijrah (1303 Masihi)
yang ditemui sekitar tahun 1886 dan kini dipamerkan di
Muzium Negeri, Kuala Terengganu, Terengganu (Abdul
Razak Salleh, 2010).

Antara sebab-musabab tulisan ini dikenali sebagai tu-
lisan jawi ialah kerana bangsa Melayu merangkumi se-
mua kumpulan etnik yang mendiami Kepulauan Melayu,
tidak kira samada berbangsa Jawa, Sunda, Aceh, Man-
dailing, Rawa, Minangkabau, Bugis, Bawean, Banjar, dan
lain-lainnya digelar Jawah’ atau ‘Jawi’oleh orang-orang
dari Tanah Arab (Awang Sariyan, 2010). Ini kerana daer-

ah Asia Tenggara pada suatu ketika dahulu dikenali sebagai
Javadwipa (Abdul Aziz Mahmood, 2009). Sistem ejaan jawi
ini lama-kelamaan tersebar luas ke seluruh pelusuk Kepu-
lauan Melayu melalui sistem pendidikan di mana ia diajar
sebagai satu subjek dalam pengajaran dan pembelajaran di
institusi-institusi pengajian secara formal dan tidak formal.

Walau bagaimanapun, penggunaan tulisan jawi semakin
lama semakin merosot bahkan hampir pupus semenjak tu-
lisan rumi diperkenalkan secara meluas. Isu ini bukan sahaja
melanda tanahair kita bahkan negara-negara jiran seperti
Thailand, Malaysia, Brunei, dan Singapura turut merasai
kedinginannya (Abdul Aziz Mahmood, 2009). Ini berikutan
penggunaan tulisan jawi yang semakin menguncup dan
kepopularitiannya yang semakin menurun, lebih-lebih lagi
di kalangan anak-anak muda. Keadaan menjadi kian parah
apabila majalah-majalah dan akhbar-akhbar tempatan yang
dahulunya menggunakan tulisan jawi kini beralih kepada
tulisan rumi kecuali beberapa penerbitan seperti majalah
Pengasuh, Utusan Melayu, dan lain-lain media cetak yang
sedikit jumlahnya masih mempertahankan dan mendaulat-
kan penggunaan tulisan jawi.

Selain itu, Akta Bahasa Kebangsaan yang diperkenalkan
pada tahun 1963 turut memberi impak yang begitu signifi-
kan terhadap perkembangan tulisan jawi di mana orang-
orang Melayu mula mengurangkan perhatian mereka ter-
hadap penggunaannya sehingga tahun 1984 (Mohd. Alwee
Yusoff, 2005). Namun, Kementerian Pelajaran Malaysia te-,
lah mengambil inisiatif mewajibkan pelajaran tulisan jawi
di sekolah-sekolah rendah agama dan kelas-kelas Fardhu
Ain. Selain itu, badan-badan bahasa dan persuratan Melayu
turut memainkan peranan memartabatkan semula tulisan
jawi dan menarik perhatian masyarakat Melayu untuk men-
gaplikasikannya semula.

Walaubagaimanapun, usaha-usaha yang dilakukan untuk
menghidupkan dan memperkasakan tulisan jawi bagi mem-
bentuk generasi celik jawi hanya menampakkan kesan min-
ima kerana ramai anak muda dan orang dewasa yang te-
lah meminggirkan tulisan jawi sekian lama akibat daripada
sistem yang telah diperkenalkan oleh akta tersebut (Mohd.
Alwee Yusoff, 2005). Kelemahan menguasai tulisan jawi di
kalangan muda-mudi, sebagai contoh, telah menyebab-
kan kegagalan mereka membaca al-Qur’an dengan lancar.
Ini secara tidak langsung memberi kesan terhadap pema-
haman mereka tentang Islam dan pengamalannya. Lebih
mengejutkan, kemerosotan penggunaan tulisan jawi bukan
sahaja menimpa pelajar-pelajar sekolah aliran biasa bahkan
pelajar-pelajar sekolah agama juga kurang berkemahiran
menggunakan tulisan jawi di dalam pembelajaran mereka
seperti mengambil nota, menulis, dan membaca (Ahmad
Faisal Abdul Hamid & Noralina Abdullah, 2009).




Untuk mengembalikan semula kehebatan dan keagungan
tulisan jawi yang sudah lama tergugat khususnya dalam
masyarakat Melayu, ia memerlukan jangka masa yang pan-
jang selain perancangan tersusun dan usaha yang berterusan
meliputi pelan tindakan jangkamasa panjang dan perjuangan
semua pihak bermula daripada serendah-rendah institusi
pengajian sehingga ke menara gading (Mohd. Alwee Yusoff,
2005). Jika ini tidak dilakukan, tulisan jawi akan dipandang
sepi malah terkubur dan ditalginkan sendiri oleh masyarakat
Melayu yang semakin buta jawi.

Tulisan Jawi: Dahulu dan Sekarang

Tulisan Jawi zaman sekarang sudah mengalami banyak pe-
rubahan berbanding tulisan jawi lama. Ini berikutan persain-
gan yang diberikan oleh sistem ejaan rumi kerana pelbagai
istilah dan terminologi moden terutamanya yang berkaitan
dengan bidang sains dan teknologi diperkenalkan dan diada-
patasi sebagai kata pinjaman di dalam Bahasa Melayu. Ini me-
merlukan satu mekanisma, iaitu kaedah transliterasi, yang te-
pat agar perkataan-perkataan tersebut diterjemahkan secara
dalam tulisan jawi (Che Wan Shamsul Bahri Che Wan Ahmad,
Khairuddin Omar, Mohammad Faidzul Nasrudin, Mohd Zamri
Murah, & Mohd Sanusi Azmi, 2012).

Memandangkan tulisan jawi diadaptasi daripada tulisan Arab
yang dibaca dan dibunyikan dengan sistem baris dan harakat,
tulisan jawi baru menggantikan sistem tersebut dengan meng-
gunakan huruf vokal untuk membentuk sukukata-sukukata.
Walaubagaimanapun, ada sesetengah pihak yang merasa
selesa dengan sistem ejaan jawi baharu kerana ia lebih mu-
dah dieja berbanding sistem ejaan jawi lama. Namun bagi
sesetengah pihak yang lain pula, ejaan jawi kini lebih rumit
berbanding ejaan lama. Lebih tepat, ejaan lama tulisan jawi
secara literalnya lebih ringkas dan memohon pembacanya
menggunakan common sense yang mudah ketika membaca
agar sesuai dengan konteks ayat yang ditulis.

Tulisan jawi kini telah dimodenkan di mana perkataan-per-
kataannya dieja mengikut sistem ejaan rumi. Akibatnya, per-
kataan-perkataan dalam tulisan jawi secara relatifnya lebih
panjang berbanding perkataan-perkataan yang ditulis dengan
menggunakan sistem ejaan jawi lama. Dengan penambahan
bilangan huruf vokal untuk membentuk sukukata-sukukata
yang hampir menyamai bilangan huruf dalam sukukata-suku-
kata bagi perkataan-perkataan yang dieja dalam tulisan rumi,
keunikannya semakin hilang kerana perkataan-perkataan yang

dieja menjadi semakin panjang. Manakala cara ejaan
tulisan jawi lama pula terkenal lebih ringkas dan pa-
dat. Pun begitu, tulisan jawi lama tetap dapat difa
hami kerana ia dibaca menurut konteks tersendiri.

Secara relatifnya, tulisan jawi kini pula menekanka
ejaan sukukata perkataan dengan lebih terperinci,
menjadikannya sistem ejaan jawi moden tidak uba
seperti sistem ejaan rumi yang merangkumi huruf
vokal dan huruf konsonan. Ini menyebabkan eleme
seperti contextual clue atau pemahaman berasas-
kan konteks dan ayat yang membawa maksud atau
bermakna (meaningful), atau ayat yang mempunya
hubungkait (relevant) tidak lagi digunakan untuk
membantu menulis atau memahami tulisan jawi
Sebagai contoh, perkataan ‘bumi’ dahulunya dieja
secara ringkas, iaitu 2%, terdiri daripada huruf
~ 'Ba’), 9(Wau), dan @ Mim). Walaubagaimanapun
golongan muda-mudi akan membacanya sebagai 4=
‘bom’, bukannya ‘bumi’. Ini kerana mereka sudah ter
biasa dengan sistem ejaan baru di mana perkataan
‘bumi’ tersebut dieja sebagai «<=% dengan huruf _
(Ba’), 5 (Wau), » (Mim), dan s (Ya’). Namun, jika aya
yang ditulis dengan ejaan tulisan jawi lama, perkataan
seperti &luis | (ketika) boleh mengundang kekelirua
kerana ia boleh dibaca sebagai ‘ketik’, sebagai contoh,
‘mengetik butang pada tetikus’ atau ‘click’ dalam Ba-,
hasa Inggeris. Begitu juga dengan perkataan seper
i (tiap) yang boleh disalahfahami oleh orang yang
tidak biasa dengan ejaan jawi lama kerana ia bole
disebut sebagai ‘tip’. Olehiitu, perkataan ‘tiap’ itu diejd
dengan «alui di mana huruf | ditambah selepas hu-
ruf JSementara itu, perkatan seperti ;_93..:15 (kam
pung) dieja dengan huruf } ditambah selepas huruf
&l (kaf). Namun sekiranya ia dieja tanpa huruf vokal
(alif), iaitu & 984S|, perkataan tersebut berbunyi sep?
erti ‘kempung’, iaitu bermaksud ‘gelembungan’ atau
‘lekukan’, iaitu suatu keadaan yang berlaku kepad
sebuah tin yang terjatuh atau dipukul permukaannya
itu sehingga tenggelam atau berlekuk ke dalam. Be
gitu juga dengan perkataan [ #2238 (kencing — buan
air kecil/urinating) atau (kancing — butang baju/but-
ton)] yang boleh bertukar maksudnya jika diletakka
pada ayat yang berlainan konteksnya. Oleh sebab itu-
lah perkataan ‘kancing’ dieja dengan huruf vokal dj
mana huruf | (alif) diletakkan selepas huruf & (kaf),
menjadikannya IE:!.EE (kancing).

Oleh itu, untuk mengelakkan perselisihan faham dari
segi makna dan sebutan, maka sistem tulisan jawi ba

haru mengenakan huruf-huruf vokal, iaitu alif, wau)
dan ya’ dalam setiap perkataan yang dieja menggu-
nakan kaedah tulisan jawi baharu agar perkataan

perkataan yang dieja dalam jawi baharu lebih serasi
dengan bunyi dan sebutan ejaan rumi. Ini selara

dengan peredaran zaman dan keperluan tulisan jaw
sebagai salah satu pengantar kepada ilmu.
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Pada hemat penulis, kaedah pemikiran orang zaman {
dulu boleh dikira lebih meluas kerana pemahaman(
tentang satu-satu penulisan atau artikel bertulisan jawi /
dilihat mengikut konteks dan secara menyeluruh. (

Walau bagaimanapun, dari satu sudut pandangan yang

\ lain, kaedah ejaan jawi masakini sepatutnya dapat(
membantu orang ramai untuk menguasai tulisan ini )

{ dengan mudah. Akan tetapi, semakin hari ia semakin
tidak mendapat tempat di hati pembaca. Banyak faktor
berkemungkinan menjadi penyebab kepada situasi ini

| dan langkah-langkah yang lebih berkesan perlu diam-
bil untuk mengembalikan semula kegemilangan tulisan
daripada huruf-huruf al-Qur’an ini.

Khiyar: Hak Pengguna Dalam Kontrak
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Islam amat menggalakkan umatnya menceburi bidang
perniagaan. Tujuan berniaga bukan sekadar mencari ke-
untungan semata-mata, tetapijuga sebagai suatu saluran
amal soleh dan berbuat kebajikan kepada masyarakat.
Dari perspektif Ekonomi Islam, perniagaan mestilah di-
jalankan berasaskan kerelaan bersama di antara penjual
dan pembeli. Firman Allah Ta’ala bermaksud: “Wahai
orang-orang yang beriman jangan kamu makan harta
orang lain secara batil (salah), melainkan (jika berke-
hendakkan sesuatu hendaklah) dengan perniagaan yang
dibuat secara kerelaan bersama antara kamu”. (Surah al-
Nisa’: 29).

Islam menjaga hak pengguna supaya tidak dikhianati
oleh pihak yang ingin mengaut keuntungan yang lebih.
Kebajikan pengguna dijamin dengan pengharaman sega-
la bentuk penipuan, pengurangan timbangan, maklumat
yang tidak tepat tentang barang yang dijual dan lain-lain
lagi. Pengguna diberikan hak untuk membuat pilihan
jika dia merasakan dirinya telah ditipu oleh penjual atau
mereka yang menawarkan sesuatu perkhidmatan. Hak
ini dinamakan khiyar. Sungguhpun hak ini nampak me-
nyebelahi pengguna, hakikat sebenarnya khiyar tidaklah
merugikan penjual kerana terdapat syarat-syarat yang
mengadili kedua-dua pihak pembeli dan penjual.

Dalam ekonomi pasaran bebas, hak ini disebut sebagai
“money-back guarantee” di mana pembeli yang tidak
berpuas hati dengan barang atau produk yang dibeli
boleh memulangkan semulabarangtersebutdan menda-
patkan balik wang daripada penjual dalam tempoh yang
dibenarkan. Adakalanya, pasaraya atau kedai-kedai yang
menjual barangan tertentu menyatakan dalam terma
perjanjian jualbeli atau resit pembelian tentang hak
pembeli untuk mengembalikan barang yang dibelinya
dalam tempoh-tempoh tertentu. Sungguhpun begitu
ada juga syarikat-syarikat perniagaan yang menafikan
hak ini dengan menyatakan secara terang-terangan ba-
hawa barang yang dibeli tidak boleh dikembalikan.

Dalam Figh Muamalat, khiyar bermaksud hak yang diberi-
kan kepada kedua-dua pihak yang membuat akad untuk
meneruskannya atau sebaliknya. Kontrak yang terlibat
dengan khiyar adalah kontrak yang boleh dibubarkan sep-
erti kontrak jualbeli, kontrak sewa, kontrak perkongsian
dan sebagainya. Kesan daripada penggunaan khiyar akan
menyebabkan kontrak tidak berkuatkuasa (ghair lazim)
sepanjang tempoh khiyar masih berjalan.

Tujuan khiyar:

1. Untuk memberi kebaikan dan kemaslahatan kepada
pihak yang mengadakan akad.

2. Untuk mengelak daripada kerugian yang disebabkan
akad yang telah dimeterai.

3. Untuk mencapai kepuasan hati dan kerelaan pihak
berkontrak.

Jenis-jenis khiyar:

1. Khiyar Majlis iaitu khiyar semasa dalam majlis akad atau
sebelum meninggalkan tempat akad. Dalil Khiyar Maijlis
ialah menerusi sabda Rasulullah SAW yang bermaksud:
“Dua orang yang berjualbeli dengan khiyar (hendaklah
khiyar itu dibuat) selagi mereka belum berpisah, atau (jika
mahu, jadikan) jualbeli khiyar (Khiyar Syarat)”. (Hadis Ri-
wayat al-Bukhari)

Syarat-syarat:

a. Pihak berkontrak masih berada dalam maijlis akad dan
belum berpisah.

b. Pihak berkontrak masih berada di tempat akad dilaku-
kan.

c. Pihak berkontrak belum keluar dari tempat akad jika da-
lam bilik yang kecil.

d. Pihak berkontrak belum berpaling dan beredar bebera-
pa langkah jika dalam bangunan yang luas atau di tempat
lapang.

e. Pihak berkontrak masih belum menukar perbualan
pada perkara lain.
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2. Khiyar Syarat iaitu khiyar yang diminta oleh salah satu
pihak yang berakad. Contohnya, pembeli berkata: “Saya
beli baju ini dengan harga RM100 dengan khiyar selama
tiga hari”, atau pihak penjual memberi khiyar kepada
pembeli apabila ia berkata: “Saya jual baju ini dengan
harga RM100 dengan khiyar selama tiga hari.” Adakalan-
ya Khiyar Syarat tidak disebut secara sighah tetapi din-
yatakan (tercatat) pada resit/invois barang yang dibeli.

Tempoh Khiyar Syarat:

a. Mazhab Syafie dan Mazhab Hanafi berpenda-
pat selama 3 hari atau kurang. Pendapat ini ber-
dasarkan Hadis Rasulullah SAW bermaksud: “Apa-
bila kamu berjualbeli, katakan (kepada penjual):
jangan ada penipuan, dan aku mohon khiyar selama
tiga hari” (Hadis Riwayat al-Bukhari dan Muslim)

b. Mazhab Maliki berpendapat tempoh Khiyar Syarat
mengikut kebiasaan (adat).

¢. Mazhab Hanbali berpendapat tempoh yang dibenar-
kan melebihi tiga hari asalkan diketahui masanya.

Khiyar Syarat akan tamat apabila:

menggunakan  khiyar  menya-
meneruskan atau membubar-
semasa dalam tempoh khiyar.

a. Pihak vyang
takan untuk
kan akad

b. Berlalu tempoh khiyar.

c. Barang akad telah digunakan atau rosak di tangan pen-
erima khiyar.

d. Berlaku penambahan pada barang yang ada khiyar.

e. Pengguna khiyar meninggal dunia, mengikut pendapat
Imam Hanafi dan Imam Hanbali. Manakala mazhab-ma-
zhab lain berpendapat, khiyar berpindah kepada waris si
mati.

3. Khiyar ‘Aib iaitu khiyar untuk samada meneruskan
akad atau sebaliknya setelah menyedari terdapat aib
pada subjek akad.

Syarat ‘aib yang dibolehkan khiyar ialah:

a. Aib berlaku sebelum kontrak atau sebelum barang dis-
erah kepada penerimanya.

b. Pembeli tidak mengetahui aib semasa kontrak.

c. Penjual tidak menyatakan bahawa ia tidak bertang-
gungjawab atas aib yang ada pada barang yang dikon-
trakkan.

d. Jenis barang yang dikontrakkan kebiasaannya tia-
da kecacatan. Jika barang tersebut memang tergo-
long dalam kualiti yang rendah, maka aib yang biasa
ada pada barang tersebut tidak membolehkan khiyar.

e. Aib yang nyata dan tidak boleh diperbetulkan.
f. Aib berkekalan sehingga masa untuk dipulangkan.
Jenis/Bentuk aib:

a. Aib zahir. l1a boleh dilihat secara mudah atau dengan
membuka penutup atau bungkusan yang melindunginya.

b.Aibbatinsepertipokokbuahyangtidakberbuah(baka), bi-
natangternakanyang mandul.labolehditentukan melalui
siasatan oleh orangyang pakar atau melalui ujian makmal.

4. Khiyar Rukyah. Khiyar ini hanya terdapat dalam Figh
Hanafi. Pihak yang berkontrak (sebagai contoh pembeli)
boleh membuat pilihan sama ada untuk meneruskan kon-
trak jualbeli atau membatalkannya ketika melihat barang
yang dibeli. Khiyar Rukyah hanya dibenarkan sekiranya
semasa kontrak jualbeli berlaku, barang tersebut tidak
diperlihatkan kepada pembeli.

Konsep Pemikiran Kritis

Istilah ‘pemikiran kritis’ merupakan gabungan diantara dua per-
kataan iaitu ‘pemikiran’ dan ‘kritis’. Dari gabungan perkataan
ini, istilah ‘pemikiran’ berasal dari kata dasar ‘fikir’ yang ber-
maksud “ingatan, angan-angan, akal, sangka, anggapan, penda-
pat dan kira.” Manakala terbitan kata ‘fikir’ melahirkan istilah
‘pemikiran’ yang diertikan sebagai “perihal berfikir (memikir)”.

Pemikiran juga dimaksudkan dengan sebagai “satu proses
yang melibatkan pengolahan operasi mental tertentu yang
bertindak dalam minda seseorang dengan tujuan menye-
lesaikan masalah atau membuat keputusan”. Manakala is-
tilah kritis pula berasal daripada perkataan Inggeris ‘critic’.

Namun begitu, kata dasar ‘kritis” merupakan perkataan Greek
‘kriths’ (Kritikos) yang bermaksud ‘menimbang’ (Judge). ‘Men-
imbang’ membawa maksud “menilai, membezakan, memutus-
kan dan menyoal samaadasesuatuitubenaratausalah”. Kamus
Oxford Dictionary of English memberihuraianterhadap maksud
‘critical’ yang membawa maksud ‘kritis’, sebagaimana berikut;

i) expressing adverse or disapproving comments or judgments.

ii) expressing or involving an analysis of the merits and faults
of a work of literature, music, or art.

iii) (of a situation or problem) having the potential to become
disastrous; at points of crisis.

Asasnya, Pemikiran Kritis menjadikan kita lebih terbuka dalam
menerima sesuatu, di samping cuba mempertimbangkan-
nya semula, menganalisa secara kritis dengan mengambilkira
pelbagai sudut. la juga memungkinkan pencernaan beberapa
idea dan konsep baru.llmu Pemikiran Kritis juga membolehkan
selain menganalisa hujah (hujah yang kuat atau lemah, teori
berguna atau menyangkalnya), kita juga berupaya berhujah
dengan berkesan sekali.

Pemikiran Kritis menjadikan kita lebih kritis dan peka dalam
mengkaji sesebuah hujah ataupun penyataan yang dikeluar-
kan secara pengucapan ataupun penulisan. la dapat menye-
darkan kita bahawa sesebuah penyataan itu tidak semestinya
benar walaupun konteks struktur penyataannya adalah betul.
la juga mampu membuka minda kita agar lebih menerima ber-
banding terus menolaknya secara falasi kejahilan.

Unsur Pemikiran Kritis yang terdapat di dalam ayat-ayat
Al-Quran

1) Ayat pertama : Kaitan Akal, Al-Quran dan Sains Dalam
Kehidupan.

Firman Allah SW.T.:
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53. Kami akan perlihatkan kepada mereka tanda-tanda
kekuasaan Kami di merata-rata tempat (dalam alam Yang
terbentang Luas ini) dan pada diri mereka sendiri, seh-
ingga ternyata jelas kepada mereka Bahawa Al-Quran
adalah benar. belumkah ternyata kepada mereka kebe-
naran itu dan belumkah cukup (bagi mereka) Bahawa Tu-
hanmu mengetahui dan menyaksikan tiap-tiap sesuatu?
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Antara ayat al-Quran yang menjelaskan mengenai
hubungan antara otak manusia dan hukum logik (Quran)
adalah ayat 53 dalam surah Fussilat yang bermaksud
, “Akan kami tunjukkan kepada mereka bukti-bukti ke-
benaran Kami di segenap penjuru dari diri mereka
sendiri, sehingga jelas kepada mereka Quran itu benar.”

Ada ulama’-ulama’ yang mentafsir ayat ini secara ber-
beza sedikit. Bagi mereka ayat ini bermaksud, “Akan
Kami tunjukkan kepada mereka bukti-bukti kebe-
naran Kami di segenap penjuru dari diri mereka send-
iri, sehingga jelas kepada mereka Islam itu benar”

Walaubagaimanapun, dalam kitab tafsir al-Quran , Imam
Ibn Kathir berkata, “Allah akan tunjukkan bukti-bukti
serta dalil-dalil di alam ini yang menunjukkan al-Quran
ini adalah benar” 1Maka, bagi menerokai dan menge-
luarkan bukti serta dalil daripada alam, sains diperlukan.

Seterusnya, berhubung dengan kata Allah yang ber-
maksud, “dan pada diri mereka sendiri,” Imam lbn
Kathir berkata, “berkemungkinan yang dimaksudkan
oleh ayat ini adalah apa yang terdapat dalam tubuh ba-
dan manusia yang menakjubkan, sebagaimana yang
dapat dilihat dalam ilmu tasyrih (anatomi). Kesemua
ini menampakkan kebijaksanan yang maha Pencipta.”
Bagi mengenali organ serta memahami sistem yang
terdapat dalam tubuh manusia, sains juga diperlukan.

Konklusi yang dibuat As-Syeikh Said Hawa berhubung
ayat ini terdapat di dalam al-Asas fi al-Tafsir, berliau ber-
kata, “Di dalam buku saya bertajuk Ar-Rasul saya mem-
buktikan bagaimana Allah menunaikan janjinya yang
terdapat dalam ayat ini. Sekiranya menusia melihat ke-
pada segenap penjuru alam dan diri mereka sendiri,

mereka akan melihat sesuatu yang membenarkan al-
Quran. Apabila apa yang mereka lihat dikaitkan dengan
apa yang terdapat didalam al-Quran, mereka meya-
kini al-Quran sebenarnya datang daripada Allah.“2

Dalam Tafsir al-Azhar pula Hamka berkata, “Dalam ayat
ini dinyatakan al-Quran ini semakin lama semakin nya-
ta kebenaranya. Bukti kebenaran itu akan muncul di
segenap penjuru bahkan pada diri mereka (manusia)
sendiri. Mungkin beberapa perkara yang diterangkan
al-Quran semasa ia mula diturunkan belum difahami
tetapi kelak (semasa zaman berubah) dan otak manusia
menjadi semakin maju, kebenaran itu pasti Nampak”3.

Justeruayatiniadalahjambatanantarasainsdanal-Quran.
la mengisyaratkan penemuan-penemuan sains ketika ini
yang berkaitan dengan alam dan manusia akan menam-
pakkan tanpa ragu-ragu lagi tentang kebenaran al-Quran.
Yang penting adalah kajian sains yang dilakukan mestilah
merupakan satu kajian yang sahih dan tepat. Justeru,
penemuan-penemuan sains masa kini dapat dimanfaat-
kan bagi memahami ayat-ayat tertentu dalam al-Quran.

Al-lmam al-Ghazali pula menekankan pentingnya umat
Islam memiliki pemikiran al-Quran yang syumul. Al-Quran
hendaklah dibaca dengan penuh penelitian supaya meng-
hasilkan pemikiran yang terbaik dalam usaha memakmur-
kan bumi ini. Beliau mengkritik keras sikap umat Islam
yang lalai memahami dan tidak mengambil pemikiran
yang syumul dari al-Qur’an. Beliau menegaskan masih
banyak umat Islam menghadapi al-Quran secara buta tuli.

Sebenarnya, umat lain menyedari keadaan kaum muslim-
in terhadap al-Quran. Oleh itu, kita dapati beberapa siar-
an radio antarabangsa memperuntukan waktu untuk me-
nyiarkan program harian untuk bacaan al-Quran. Mereka
berbuat demikian kerana mereka yakin umat Islam hari
ini hanya mampu mendengar tetapi tidak memahaminya.

Menurut al-lmam al-Ghazali isu-isu yang diutarakan
dalam al-Quran adalah isu-isu ilmiah yang praktis. Al-
Qur'an membentuk peribadi, jiwa, akhlak, umat dan
tamadun. Al-lmam al-Ghazali membawa bukti sejarah
iaitu bangsa Arab yang dahulu hidup dalam keadaan
jahiliah akhirnya apabila diturunkan al-Qur’an telah
merubah segala-galanya. Mereka bertukar menjadi
umat yang cintakan syura, bencikan autokrasi, menga-
malkan keadilan dan menghapuskan diskriminasi kelas.

Daripada pengkajian mengenai al-Quran ini juga akan
menghasilkan ilmu psikologi yang baik sebagai al-
ternatif kepada daya pemikiran kritis manusia. Be-
liau menegaskan bahawa seandainya kita mengikuti
dengan penuh teliti disiplin ilmu-ilmu al-Quran dan
kita cuba merenungi tanda-tanda kekuasaan Allah
yang ada pada diri kita, nescaya kita akan mempu-
nyai ilmu psikologi yang mengenali kebesaran Allah.

Al-Imam al-Ghazali4 berpendapat bahawa ke-
bangkitan



Islam bermula daripada penghayatan al-Quran yang syu-
mul dan keupayaan memperaktikkan pemikiran kritis dan
inovatif. Cetusan Islam yang digerakkan oleh al-Quran. Faha-
man penghayatan al-Quran yang syumul ini telah menjadi
penggerak kepada generasi awal Islam. Beliau berpendapat
bahawa cetusan al-Qur’an sebagai pencetus tamadun te-
lah hilang disebabkan kita sibuk dengan urusan yang lain.

2) Ayat kedua: Minda Saintifik

Firman Allah SW.T.:

190. Sesungguhnya pada kejadian langit dan bumi, dan pada
pertukaran malam dan siang, ada tanda-tanda (kekuasaan,
kebijaksanaan, dan keluasan rahmat Allah) bagi orang-orang
Yang berakal;5

Penghormatan yang Allah berikan kepada golongan yang
suka mengkaji alam, sehingga menggelar mereka sebagai
ulul albab, begitu signifikan bagi umat Islam. la adalah rang-
sangan yang istimewa daripada Allah supaya umat Islam
mendekati alam bagi mengkajinya. Dengan itu ketakwaan
mereka kepada Allah akan meningkat. Secara khusus, antara
ciri yang terdapat pada ulul-albab adalah mengkaji dan ber-
tafakur mengenai penciptaan langit dan bumi. Pada hari ini
golongan yang banyak mengkaji mengenai kejadian langit
dan bumi adalah pakar-pakar sains dalam bidang astronomi
dan astrofizik. Justeru, ayat 190 surah al-Imran itu tadi ber-
hubung ulul albab merangsang umat Islam supaya berfikir
dengan menggunkan anugerah akal yang diberikan Allah.

Quran sememangnya mahu umat Islam memiliki minda yang
saintifik. Minda yang saintifik adalah minda yang kuat berfikir,
kritikal, mampu menganalisis data dan fakta, serta mampu
membuat andaian dan kemudiannya konklusi kepada apayang
dicerap atau dilihatnya. Minda saintifik menolak sebarang
laporan dan pandangan yang tidak berlapikkan bukti dan dalil.
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Prngurusan Kewangan

Memulakan Pengurusan Kewangan Peribadi

Pengurusan kewangan merupakan kaedah bagaimana
individu menguruskan perkara berkaitan wang. Jika
anda mengatakan bahawa anda telah lama mening-
galkan bangku persekolahan maka sukar untuk anda
mendapat ilmu kewangan, anda sebenarnya silap. limu
mengenai kewangan tidak semestinya diperolehi se-
cara formal tetapi ia juga boleh berbentuk tidak formal.

Jika seseorang dapat menguruskan perbelanjaan ru-
mah seperti membayar bil-bil elektrik dan air, serta
sewa rumah, tanpa sedar mereka telah pun menga-
malkan pengurusan kewangan. Cuma yang menjadi
persoalan adakah kaedah yang diamalkan berkesan
atau pun tidak. Artikel ini tidak akan menekankan ke-
berkesanan pengurusan kewangan tetapi lebih kepada
penerangan ringkas bagi membantu mereka yang be-
lum tahu mengenai pengurusan kewangan peribadi.

Berikut adalah lima (5) langkah yang boleh dia-
malkan untuk memulakan pengurusan kewangan:

ll Tetapkan matlamat dan keutamaan

Matlamat adalah perlu dan ianya penting dalam ke-
hidupan seseorang. Matlamat yang berbeza me-
merlukan  perancangan yang pastinya berbeza.

Keperluan dan kemahuan adalah dua perkara yang ber-
beza. Keperluan adalah perkara yang perlu anda ada un-
tuk terus hidup seperti makanan, tempat tinggal, paka-
ian, penjagaan kesihatan dan pengangkutan. Manakala
kemahuan pula adalah perkara yang anda inginkan tetapi
tidak semestinya perlu untuk meneruskan kehidupan,
seperti kereta besar, rumah mewah dan pakaian mahal.

Mulakan pengurusankewanganandadengan menyenarai-
kan matlamat-matlamat anda dan susun keperluan anda
mengikutkeutamaansupayaperancangan kewangananda
masa kini dan juga masa hadapan akan lebih terancang.

ll Rekodkan perbelanjaan dan patuhi belanjawan
yang ditetapkan

Ramai orang dengan mudah dapat memberikan jum-
lah wang yang mereka perolehi dalam setahun, tetapi
tidak ramai yang boleh memberitahu dengan jelas
bagaimana mereka membelanjakan wang tersebut.

Oleh itu, adalah penting untuk mengira aliran tunai den-

gan merekod aliran masuk dan keluar tunai dengan
membuat belanjawan individu. Dengan cara ini, ses-
eorang dapat mengawal perbelanjaan supaya tidak me-
lebihi dengan jumlah pendapatan yang mereka perolehi.
Belanjawan dapat membantu seseorang menguruskan
kewangan dengan lebih teratur. Dan yang paling penting,
pastikan belanjawan yang telah disediakan itu dipatuhi.

]l Hindari hutang

Pada masa kini, boleh dikatakan semua individu terlibat
dengan hutang, seperti pinjaman pelajaran, pinjaman
kenderaan, pinjaman perumahan dan pinjaman perib-
adi. Apabila banyak berhutang, ia boleh menyebabkan
individu terikat dengan beban kewangan yang teruk
dan kadangkala ia mengganggu emosi individu terbabit.

Oleh itu, digalakkan supaya jangan berbelanja lebih
daripada kemampuan. Elakkan daripada berbelanja
atas perkara yang tidak perlu dan seelok-eloknya jelas-
kan hutang anda dalam masa yang telah ditetapkan.

Pada masa kini, ramai individu memiliki kad kred-
it. Tidak dinafikan penggunaan kad kredit mungkin
perlu untuk tujuan kecemasan. Tetapi diingatkan ba-
hawa bayaran faedah untuk jumlah yang tertunggak
untuk kad kredit adalah amat tinggi. Untuk menge-
lakkan dikenakan caj tinggi, bayarlah jumlah penuh
kad kredit anda setiap bulan. Langkah yang lebih
baik ialah anda menyediakan tabungan kecemasan.




4’ Jaminan kewangan masa hadapan

Rancang pelan persaraan anda daripada awal dan disi-
plinkan diri untuk peruntukkan sedikit wang untuk tabun-
gan kecemasan. Sekiranya berlaku sesuatu perkara yang
tidak diingini seperti kecederaan semasa bekerja, kesiha-
tan yang terganggu atau diberhentikan kerja, anda mem-
punyai pelan persaraan yang teratur dan simpanan lain.

Pembelian insurans atau takaful juga penting terutamanya
jika anda mempunyai keluarga yang mengharapkan anda
sebagai penyumbang sumber kewangan utama. Selain itu,
melaburlah sebahagian wang ke dalam pelaburan yang
boleh memberikan pulangan kepada anda seperti unit ama-
nah, sjil deposit dan harta tetap (perumahan dan lot kedai).

';l Jangan malu mendapatkan ilmu

Carilah ilmu kewangan dengan bertanya kepada mer-
eka yang tahu atau belajar melalui pembacaan dan se-
bagainya untuk membantu dalam pengurusan kewangan
yang lebih baik. Kaunselor atau perunding kewangan boleh
membantu dalam pengurusan kewangan dengan mem-
beri nasihat dan membuat perancangan yang lebih tera-
tur mengikut matlamat yang ditetapkan oleh seseorang.

Sekumpulan penyelidik dari Fakulti Kejuruteraan Kimia
MIT, sedang melakukan penyelidikan untuk mencipta
generasi terbaru kit ujian gula di dalam darah.

Terdapat juga teknologi untuk mengukur paras gula di
dalam darah yang tidak memerlukan specimen darah
seperti teknologi Infrared (IR), Ultrasound dan Biosen-
sors. Terdapat juga Multi-test Meter yang membolehkan
banyak kit sampel darah diuji serentak dengan lebih ce-
pat. Walaupun kesemua teknologi tersebut masih di da-
lam kajian, namun ia akan membantu memastikan ujian
kadar paras gula di dalam darah dapat dilakukan tanpa
rasa sakit dan lebih pantas satu hari nanti. Perkembangan
teknologi ini akan membantu para pesakit memantau,
mengawal dan menurunkan paras gula di dalam badan
bagi mengelakkan komplikasi kencing manis yang lebih
teruk seperti buta, kegagalan buah pinggang atau pemo-
tongan kaki.

COmmunlcatlon in the organization is vital as it determine
the sustainability of the organization. Information in the orga-
nization must be communicated in effective manner to both
internal and external public. There are two communication
activities in organizations which are internal and external com-
munication. External communication is the communication
performs by organization to its external public such as custom-
ers, while internal communication is a process that takes place
inside the organization amongst all its members. Internal com-
munication formed relationships between employees. Internal
communication takes places in various forms of interaction
namely verbal, nonverbal and written.

Both types of communications are equally important to the or-
ganization. However, internal communication should be high-
lighted first as it will determine the effectiveness of external
communication. Due to this, internal communication audit
must be done periodically. It is necessary to assess communi-
cation activities within the organization to ensure the informa-
tion is delivered and received as intended by the management
and the employees.

The assessment should include all communication activities
and channels used to communicate the information. This as-
sessment is called communication audit. Communication au-
dit can be defined as "a comprehensive and thorough study
of communication philosophy, concepts, structure, flow and
practice within an organization." (Emmanuel, 1985).

Internal communication audit processinvolve four stages (Jones
1975): The stages are “Survey of the management board and
managerial staff “, “Survey of employees”, “Assessment of dis-
crepancies” and ‘Recommendations”. Internal communication
audit is usually done through informal interview with employ-
ees of all ranks for internal communication evaluation (Wilcox,
2002). Interviews usually conducted among the managerial
staff in order to identify the strengths and weaknesses of the
organization, its key audience groups, and the issues subject
to assessment.

INTERNAL COMMUNICATION AUDIT

Meanwhile, survey conducted among employees involves dif-
ferent internal audience groups in an organization in order to
determine the conformity of their views with the opinions of
the management. Based on the finding of these interviews,
assessment of discrepancies is performed. The discrepancies
might include the missing links, the possible distortion in mes-
sages flow and interferences or noises in communication pro-
cess. Audit’s findings help to explain the current organizations’
communication situation. The information is also useful for
organization to initiate changes for the purpose of improving
communication process. (Hargie & Tourish, 2011). For instance,
organization will plan a comprehensive communication pro-
gramme which would fill the gaps between the management
and employees based on the discrepancies found. In short, in-
ternal communication audit is a tool towards effective commu-
nication within and outside an organization. Itis not an option,
but a must do assessment for survival of the organization.

Furthermore, their citizens are cheerful and friend-
ly when meeting tourists from all over the world.

The major parts of Turkey are located in the Anato-
lia Peninsula in the Asian side while the minor part of
the empire area is in the west of Balkan in the Eu-
ropean side.

Time Value of Money

vs. the Value of Money at This Time

-I-ime Value of Money (TVM) is the idea that mon-
ey available at the present time is worth more than
the same amount in the future due to its potential
earning capacity. This core principle of finance holds
that, provided money can earn interest, any amount
of money is worth more the sooner it is received.

The Value of Money at This Time (TVMTT), however, is
a different story that | am going to share in this article.
There are several factors that determine the value of
our money today. First, let’s look at the financial situ-
ation in the country particularly the value of ringgit.

One of the issues worth noting during the year 2015 is
the depreciation of Malaysian currency. Ringgit contin-
ued its depreciating trend since the fourth quarter of
2014 with a drop to 3.5100 against the US Dollar in the
opening year of 2015. The ringgit’s value continued to
weaken as at the first quarter 2015. On 11 March 2015,
the ringgit traded at 3.7105 to the dollar. On 6 July 2015,
it was reported that the ringgit had dropped to its lowest
level in 16 years, falling to 3.81 to the US dollar. When
the ringgit was pegged to the dollar in the aftermath
of the Asian Financial Crisis of 1997, it was set at 3.8.

The ringgit exceeded the 4.0 level and fell to RM4.0025
against the dollar on 12 August. It continued to de-
preciate and reached its peak on 29 September when
the ringgit was traded at 4.4725 against the US Dollar.
Looking back during the year 2010 to 2013, the ring-
git has been quite stable which traded 3.0000 to 3.4000
against the US Dollar. However, the ringgit started
to weaken and steadily falling since November 2014.
About a year later as at 20 November 2015, the ring-
git was still above the 4.0 mark and traded at 4.2825.

A combination of several factors has contributed to the
drop in ringgit’s value. The declining price of Brent crude
oil of 38% from its June 2014 high is affecting the curren-
cy as oil is one of Malaysia’s main exports. The situation
worsens as questions over Malaysia’s 1MDB debts gained
global attention and affected confidence in the ringgit.
In July 2015, media reports that Prime Minister Najib
Razak’s personal accounts were involved in the transfer of
USD700 million of LMDB money has caused further weak-
ening of confidence in the currency. The situation gets
worse when the former Prime Minister Tun Dr. Mahathir
Mohamad criticized the government on certain delicate
matters. The falling value of the ringgit in June 2015 has
also been attributed to the prospect of the US increas-
ing its interest rates. Subsequently, on 11 August 2015,
China devalued its currency which caused other Asian
currencies to suffer and pushed the ringgit down further,
as the devaluation of the yuan strengthened the dollar.

According to Moody’s, the Malaysian ringgit has depreci-
ated by approximately 25% against the US dollar in the past
12 months. The weakening of the ringgit has caused great
concerns especially among businesses involving in inter-
national trading. While the situation is said to have a posi-
tive impact on exports, the main concern is that the cost
of imported goods is greatly impacted by the depreciation
of the ringgit subsequently caused the increase in prices.
Another concern is that the significant drop in oil prices is
not reflected in the lower price of fuel at petrol stations.
Instead, the price of petrol is increasing which have pos-
sibly caused the increase in the price of consumer goods.

If you were an international trader, the value of your mon-
ey today is not what you have expected earlier. The value
of ringgit has depreciated drastically from about 3.5 in the
beginning of the year to almost 4.5 against the US Dollar
as at November 2015. In addition to having to pay more
to import goods, personal spending is also affected due to
the increase in prices domestically. Not only that, family
vacation overseas may have to be postponed as travelling
would also cost more at this time. How about the sav-
ings plan that you have set to send your son to The United
States? Isitenough considering the current exchange rate?

If you were not importing any goods from overseas or
planning to travel abroad, then the exchange rate would
probably not be your main concern. Furthermore, if you
have been loyal to the local products, probably you could
save some money by not buying imported goods. Basi-
cally, your money is still worth something as it is not di-
rectly impacted by the exchange rate. However, there is
another factor that needs to be considered to determine
the value of your money besides the weakening ringgit.

Based on the TVM concept, RM5000 that we have now
is worth more than the same amount that we would get
next year. However, the RM5000 is actually worth noth-
ing if it was obtained from prohibited sources. Not only
that the way it was obtained is wrong but also using the
money to support our family would also get us into more
trouble. In a hadith, it was said that the status of food
that we give our children would affect their behavior. If it
comes from prohibited sources most probably they would
grow up with problematic personality.

Let’s reexamine the value of our money and wealth to-
day. The value of money at this time (TVMTT) depends on
how we get it. Are we entitled to 100% of the salary that
we earn every month? Did we get a loan from a conven-
tional bank? Where did we invest for our children educa-
tion? How do we insure our car and house? Those are just
some of the common areas that we may want to check to
ensure the money that we have is really valuable.

The fluctuation of exchange rate or the weakening of
ringgit is only a secondary factor that determines the
value of our money today. After all, according to the
central bank Governor Zeti Akhtar Aziz, the currency
may recover when the U.S. Federal Reserve normalizes
interest rates and as "domestic issues" in Malaysia are
resolved.

We ourselves determine the value of money that we
have at this time. Let’s strive to ensure that the money
we earn comes from permissible sources and all our
financial dealings are in accordance to the Shariah.
More importantly let us pray that our money and for-
tune are blessed by The Almighty.

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Escalating House Price : Gainers and Losers

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The problem with house price stems from the lack of our un-
derstanding over what causes property price to go up. Prices
are determined largely by demand and supply. There are
various factors that influence demand and supply of houses.

In big cities, when the influx of job seekers continues inces-
santly, demand for property increases. When demand in-
creases, price goes up. This is understandable. However,
false demand is also created by people who buy scores of
houses not to live in but for investment purposes. These
investors are willing to pay high price today thinking and
hoping that the price will eventually rise. Their action de-
rived from their expectations about future price pushed
today’s demand up and caused the price to really increase.
Unconsciously, a vicious cycle of expectation, de-

mand and price is created, explaining the ridicu-fPage
lously high price of house worth little in real terms.% 38

The escalating local property prices are no doubt
an issue that need to be addressed by not just the
government but all Malaysians. Government poli-
cies to a large extent can only act as short-term
remedy and not a long-term solution to various na-
tional issues. It is the knowledge and collective ac-
tions of the society that will have a lasting impact.



Clinging to the idea that property asset is a safe ha-
ven asset against inflation certainly is not a good idea.
Yes, historically, property price appreciation is always
above inflation rate. In fact, property price appreci-
ation is the main contributor to inflation. So, home
owners and property investors are said to be all-time
gainers. But do they really gain from the price appre-
ciation?

For owners, truly they do not. If they want to sell their
house to take advantage of the price appreciation,
they have to find another one to live in. Buying an-
other house of the same standard will certainly cost
them similar high market price. Unless they are willing
to sacrifice their standard of living, move to a smaller
home, to a less comfortable area or perhaps move
out of the city at all, they could probably cash in a few
thousands from selling the house.

For investors, finding a buyer for a property is quite a
challenge. In many major cities in the world, a lot of
houses are left vacant- despite many homeless in the
street- simply because there are no buyers or tenants.
Prices and rentals are extremely unaffordable for a lot
of people. The houses which are supposed to gener-
ate returns turn out to become an additional burden
to the investors. The investors lost in their self-created
game! Most surely, their actions have denied many
deserving people to own a home to live in.

Looking at the supply side, property selling price is
determined largely by the cost of development or ac-
quisition. Naturally, sellers are willing to only sell at a
price above their cost. For property owners, investors
and developers, a large portion of the cost is made up
of the cost of borrowing i.e. interest charged by the
banks or financial institutions. For example, a house
purchased with a RM300, 000 loans at 5% interest re-
payable for 30 years will leave a borrower with a debt
bill of RM579, 765.60.

Not only that the extra 279,765.60 interest charged is
absurd, throughout the loan tenure, a large portion of
their monthly payments are channeled towards paying
the interest first instead of the principal. So, it always
comes as a surprise for a borrower to realize that de-
spite having paid so much in the past years, his/her
original principal reduced just slightly at a snail’s pace.
This is true for all types of borrowing from any conven-
tional or Islamic banks and financial institutions.

Should the borrower decide to sell the house at any
point of time; he/she must at least take into account
the cumulative interest he/she has incurred plus the
original house price. The interest factor is undeniable
a main contributor to the escalating house price at un-
precedented level.

The sub-prime crisis that rocked United States in 2008
explains how the borrowing-for-property story can

end up in scary mode. Failure of borrowers to service their
property loans has crashed even the financial giants. Sadly,
despite having reaped a lot of profit from interest the preced-
ing years, these financial giants had had the Federal Reserve
Bank to bail them out at the expense of the taxpayers.

The story can go on and on. Debates and academic discus-
sions can continue forever. But problems in hand remain un-
resolved unless people act and make a wise decision based on
trustworthy sources of information with no self-vested inter-
est. Be wary of lucrative advertisements that entice the public
with false promises of borrowing and investing in properties.

Perhaps, it is not a bad idea for future homeowners to con-
sider building a decent house on the outskirts of a city but
with basic infrastructures in place using his/her own money
or through collaborations. This is a bit unusual but there are
people, including those in the developed nations, who have
started doing it. This action can, collectively help curtail the
skyrocketing house price and prevent the risk of people being
homeless. The sweeter part is that the homeowners are debt-
free with no risk of being bankrupt.

In a nutshell, there are always gainers and losers of a game.
Obviously, in the property price game, the gainers appear to
be the property developers who collect millions and the lend-
ers who reap billions. Losers are millions of ordinary people
who either have to bear the cost of borrowing or who could
not at all afford to own a shelter. Don’t be the losers. Be in-
formed and do something different.

In life, there will be times when we feel down, lost, and confused
about things that happen. In these situations, we will start to
blame ourselves or other people, feel stressed, and question the
relevance of people we dealt with, and things and affairs that just
occurred in our lives and those of individuals we care about. When
these happened, we start to analyse, search for solutions, and find
reasons that triggered problems. However, we forget to ponder
and learn from the wisdom of our prophets and the advice from
the Qur’an. During the era of Prophet Musa A.S., people were
treated unfairly by the pharaoh. For instance, in this period, all
male babies were murdered by the pharaoh out of fear that they
might become the ones who potentially jeopardised the power
that he held in that era. All the people were devastated with the
pharaoh’s decision and the abuse of power he had against them.
The first thing that comes across our mind is that the people who
were contemporary with the pharaoh should have gone through
trials and tribulations with patience and endurance but the advice
of Prophet Musa A.S. was different. In Surah Ibrahim, the guid-
ance is:

“And when Musa said to his people; Remember Allah’s blessing
upon you when He delivered you from Pharaoh‘s people who
had been inflicting a grievous torment on you, slaughtering
your sons and leaving your women alive. In that there was a
great trial from your Lord.” (Ibra-
him; 14:6)

According to the divine text of the Quran, Prophet Musa A.S. has
emphasised to his people the importance of instilling gratitude
in their hearts and being grateful with all the blessings they had
from Allah. This is due to the fact that being grateful is the main
solution towards life problems regardless how difficult and chal-
lenging they may seem. Hence, only by being grateful, patience
and strength may be instilled within us.

Still, what is actually the meaning of being grateful? The word
‘grateful’ is an adjective that describes the feeling of warm and
deep appreciation upon kindness or benefits received. It is a feel-
ing that is naturally pleasing to mind and senses. In a deeper un-
derstanding, gratefulness comprises several categories. The first
category is expressing thankfulness by tongue, which is uttering
words of acknowledgement upon receiving benefits with the
attitude of humble acceptance. The next category is about ex-
pressing thankfulness through the body and limbs as the indica-
tors showing loyalty and readiness to serve. The final category is
thankfulness expressed by the profound and sincere emotion felt
in the heart. This requires a careful balance between the visible
behaviour of appreciation and the continuous preservation of a
sense of worshiping the Creator. Meanwhile, being grateful could
also be described by eyes, which means overlooking any faults
or mistakes in one companion. In the meantime, thankfulness
through ears is described as ignoring any blunders and slips of a
companion that are heard and accused of. In a scientific research
conducted by a team from the Greater Good Science Centre of the
University of California, Berkley and the associates have believed
that being grateful or having gratitude consists of two parts. The
first part is about affirmation of goodness where we agree that
there are good things and good deeds that we receive and wit-
ness in this world. Meanwhile, the second part is about recognis-
ing that the sources of goodness are exterior, which means that
we acknowledge the existence of a higher power and individuals
who provide for us blessings, pleasure, and any forms of assis-
tance that enable us to achieve goodness in our lives. On top of
that, the research team has also seen gratitude as a relationship-
strengthening emotion because it makes humans see how they

are supported and affirmed by others. According to the sociolo-
gist, George Simmel, “the moral memory of mankind” such ag
having gratitude encourages people not only to appreciate gifts
but also to repay them.

But how can we be among the people who fall into any catego-
ries of those who are grateful? According to Prophet Muham-
mad (P.B.U.H.), people who are grateful to the Creator are those
who are grateful to others. To verify this, Usamah ibn Zaid re-
ported that the Messenger of Allah (P.B.U.H.) has once stated:

“The most grateful people to Allah are those who are most
grateful to others.” (Shu’b al-Iman al-Bayhaqi; 8534)

Meanwhile, Abu Huraira also reported that the Prophet (P.B.U.H.)
has stated as follows:

“He has not thanked Allah who has not thanked people.”(Sunan
Abu Dawud; 4811)

Based on the aforementioned prophet sayings, it is understood
that people who are grateful are the ones who always thank
to others in the first place before they are considered as be-
ing thankful to Allah. The rationality behind this is that people
usually display their gratefulness to someone who gives some-
thing tangible, which is something that can be physically seen,
touched, and savoured. This is because should they fail to be
thankful for something that is visible, how can they be thankful
towards something which is intangible? The blessings of Allah
are not always visible because sometimes goodness is obtained
without consciousness, for example, the blessing of breathing,
eating, smelling, and feeling which seems to be the ordinaryj
thing for a human yet for those who have faith, these are count
less blessings that need to be conceded and acknowledged. In
Surah al-Nahl, Allah has reminded us that there are countless
blessings that we receive from Him, which we are not capable to
say enough thank for, as follows:

“If you count the bounties of Allah, you cannot count them all|
Surely, Allah is Most-Forgiving, Very-Merciful.”(al-Nahl verse 17)

The first step that we should take is to think positively, namely
by seeing everything that we have received or has happened in
our lives as a series of events that contains countless goodness.
Meanwhile, Emmons (2010) has recommended that it is good
to keep a gratitude journal, create a daily practice of remind-
ing ourselves the benefits, pleasures, experience, and any good
things that we have enjoyed in life. The next step is remember-
ing the bad times that we have endured and comparing them to
the current situation that is much happier and less hurtful. The
third step is utilising the Naikan meditation technique, which ig
asking three main questions to ourselves: 1) “What have | re-
ceived?”; 2) “What have | given?”; and 3) “What difficulty has if]
caused?”. In addition, we should also learn and recite gratitude
prayers and use our senses such as the ability to touch, smell,
feel, see, and hear in a good manner as the signs of grateful
ness to Allah. The final step is making a vow to always practise
gratitude because studies have shown that making an oath to
practise a particular behaviour will increase the likelihood of
the action to be executed. Lastly, we need to think outside the
box to look up new situations and circumstances to feel grateful
for. By doing these, we may develop our sense of appreciation|
towards life as human beings and recognise the ulti-

mate sources of life. But how does being grateful help

us to live a better life? Research has revealed that it is

not merely happiness that makes us feel grateful but




As Muslims, we have also been reminded by the divine text
of the Quran that those who feel grateful towards Him,
the reward and blessing that He gives will be amplified.

“(Recall the time) when your Lord declared: If you express grat-
itude, | shall certainly give you more, and if you are ungrateful,
then My punishment is severe.” (Ibrahim; 14:7)

Meanwhile, scientific studies have verified that practising gratitude
gives positive outcomes to humans. According to a study conducted
by Emmons and Lyubomirsky (2010), it was found that gratitude is
one of the most reliable methods for increasing happiness and life
satisfaction. On top of that, the study has also shown that gratitude
boosts a range of feelings such as optimism, joy, pleasure, enthusi-
asm, and other positive emotions. Besides, it also reduces anxiety
and depression. Other benefits that gratitude offers to humans
are strengthening the immune system, lowering blood pressure,
reducing symptoms of illness, and making them feel less ache and
pain. Other than that, it also encourages people to exercise and
take better care of their health (McCullough & Emmons, 2010). In
addition, it was also discovered that people who are grateful man-
age to sleep better as they receive more hours of sleep, spend less
time awake, and feel rejuvenated upon awakening. On top of that,
being more resilient is also one of the benefits that are obtained
by being grateful. Besides, the study has also found that gratitude
helps people to recover from traumatic events. Amazingly, grati-
tude also enables people to influence and strengthen relation-
ship. This is because people who are grateful usually feel closer
and more committed to friends and spouse(s). For instance, when
their partner(s) express gratitude and feel thankful towards each
other, both parties may feel more satisfied with the relationship,
encouraging more equitable division of labour between partners.
Meanwhile, forgiveness can be easily promoted by having and feel-
ing gratitude towards life. Studies have also shown that gratitude
makes people more helpful, altruistic, and compassionate about
life and the future. In the interim, the impact of gratitude can also
be shown since childhood. Studies have found that children who
practise gratitude were reported to have greater life satisfaction,
possess more positive emotion, and feel more connected to the
community. Not to mention, it also makes students feel better at
their school and drives teachers to feel more satisfied and accom-
plished, and reduce their emotional exhaustion and work stress.

It is evident that gratitude is a powerful element that should
be infused in our mind, body, and soul as it is verily the heart
of happiness and kindness. This feeling certainly creates a posi-
tive quality to a person, family, and also community. To create
a better and peaceful world, we must therefore make gratitude
as the key that needs to be restored in the community. The feel-
ing of greed, competition, selfishness, and stinginess should
be swapped with gratitude as it will change our lives and make
us better human beings, enable us to achieve higher goal, and
spread positive vibes to others to create a better world and living.

To conclude, grateful is indeed one of the solutions to prob-
lems in our lives. As Muslims, let us be reminded by Al-
lah’s words that encourage us to be thankful, hence, we
would not be among those who have been forgotten by Him:

“So Remember Me, and | will remember you, and be thank-
ful to Me, and be not ungrateful to Me.” (al-Bagarah, 2:152)

bangunan kedai-kedai lama kerana terpegun dengan laluan berpayung serta

lukisan mural yang berwarna-warni dan setiap satunya mempunyai cerita yang tersendiri. Anda pasti akan melangkah
dengan penuh gembira dan teruja tanpa menghiraukan rasa penat dan bahang mentari yang panas membakar. Bagi
yang suka bergambar, terdapat banyak port yang menarik di sini untuk merakamkan pelbagai detik kenangan bersama
ahli keluarga dan teman-teman.

Kompleks Suleyman di Turki, Menara Kalyan dan banyak lagi. TTI merupakan

satu-satunya taman tema yang bercirikan Islam yang pertama seumpamanya

di dunia. Bayaran yang dikenakan adalah RM21.20 untuk orang dewasa dan
RM15.90 untuk kanak-kanak dan warga emas.

Terdapat banyak lagi tempat-tempat menarik yang boleh dilawati di
negeri Terengganu. Pulau-pulau di negeri pesisir pantai ini di juga sangat terke-
nal dengan keindahannya. Bagi yang sukakan batu karang, saya cadangkan anda pergi ke Pulau Tenggol untuk
aktiviti diving kerana hidupan dasar laut di situ sangat cantik. Sememangnya negeri Terengganu kaya dengan
khazanah alam semulajadi yang mempesonakan. Rugi rasanya jika anda tidak meneroka tempat-tempat me-
narik ini.
