(LCCF) by providing sustainable planning and development (Saiful Adib Abdul Munaff, 2019). this
research aim is to enhance the landscape elements in Taman Tasik Shah Alam, Selangor. This
research-based on data collection gained from questionnaires passed at study area for Shah Alam’s
locals and interview with Shah Alam’s local authority, Majlis Bandaraya Shah Alam (MBSA). The
research suggested that Taman Tasik Shah Alam provided enough facilities and services to the
visitors, planned for new attraction activities to fulfil the needs of Shah Alam’s community and
increase the name of lake garden to protect the asset of Shah Alam, Selangor in the future. The results
