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ABSTRACT 

Teachers that had experienced serve in rural schools are term that used in this 
research. This study is conducted to examine the factors motivating teachers to serve 
in rural area schools and to rank the factors that motivate teachers based on the 
gender. This research is conducted by using a simple random sampling technique 
where the elements in the population are selected randomly.
